INCREASED COST oﬁ LIVING,

The ‘increase in the cost of living is
8 fruitful subject of argument. It
may be ascribed to any number of
causes. Here in -America we usually
agcribe it to the protective tariff; to
the luxurious habits of the people of
to-day ‘as differeneiated from the less
luxurious habits of their forefathers;
to the spoliation of the poor by. the
rich; to the increase of immigration;
to the loss of produectivity on the part
of the land, which in many instances
is forced to. yleld crop after crop with-
out having its productive power re-
plenished by proper fertilization; to
the inordinate herding of people in
the great cities, this in itself creating
a transportation problem, which en-
hances the price of goods carried by
the transportation companies enor-
mously, * .

In foreign countries, for instance in |
France, other causes. are added to
these, or some of these are not ad-
vanced and others take their places.
It is common in France to ascribe
the rise in prices to four v di-
verse causes. They are great clvic 'en-
terprises, like expositions, either na-
tional or international; luxurious hab-
its, failure of crops, and the fluctua-
elons of foreign demand for exporta-
tlon. The tariff is cited in an inei-
dental way only ,and is generally con-
sidered 'as a cause of the elevation of
prices to be reckoned among the tem-

' porary, while the four here glven are
.considered as of universal ication.

It is strange to note thig%giversity of
opinion, but it is still stranger to note
that these complaints of higher prices
are almost umiversal; that they are
made as consistently in Russia, in
China and in Japan as they are in
Germany, France or England. It may,
therefore, be safely assumed that the
average rise in prices prcbably is bas-
ed upon some very much more uni- |
versal principle than any of those ad-
vanced here or abroad.

The American housewife complains:
that the price of some of the things
ghe must buy has been almost doubled
in the past year or two. Here we have
an interesting feature, or rather we
have two interesting features. One is
the rapidity of the increase at certain
periods, and the other, the evident
shortness of the period. Take a case
in France. There, as here, the price
of things has doubled within short
periods of time. Thé good wife there
pays twice as much r her potatoes
to-day as she paid afew vears ago.
. The price of potatoes in 1900 was ten
centimes a kilo; to-day it is twentyv
céntimes. Butter was two franes and
ninety centimes in 1900; to-day - it is
three’ francs and seventy wcentimes.
Poultry has in the same period of time
jumped from two and a half francs
to three ;:and a quarter.

A Novelty in Taxation.

A novel idea in taxation is broached
at the State Grange. Professor A. EH.
Rogers, of the University of Maine,
suggests that the poll tax of Maine
be capitalized at, say $100, and taxed
the same as any other form of pro-
perty. In that case, instéad of being
fixed at an arbitrary and unvarying
sum . from year to year, the amount of
the tax would be greater or less each
year, according as the tax rate were
larger or smaller. The object in view
is to glve every voter a direct interest
in Keeping the tax rate down and to
secure more deliberation and a greater
feeling of responsibility on the part of
that class of citizens who pay only a
poll tax.—Lewiston Journal.
