A, W. Wright ws the first ap;
and*for an hour and 20 minutes poured
forth arguments against the pact. He
said in part: ‘

“Reciprocity is the entering wedge
that would do away with the fabric
¢f protection. No political party have
a right to introduce a measure and
say they are only going so far and
no farther, I don't like the Liberal
idea of .saying.  that this reciprocity
agreement 1s goirg to benefit the far-
mer. I¢& tHere any better way of prov-
ing this than by going té ‘those who
framed the pact? You dre asked to
throw down the bars to the nation
gouth, ahd as a rdward yéu ate to. get
& 0,000,000 market. BEverything we
nv%_mey aré exporting.,6 They are
raieifi® ‘more than they can/use and
are exporting ‘into Canada and in re-
turn throwing down the bars you are
to get - 90,000,000 competitors. The
tariffs under the McKinley and Wilson
biils: were quoted t6 show that the
removal of protéction had cut ‘down
the value of the farMs. 4

IPealing with the favored nation
clause, Mr. Wright quoted Sir Wilfrid
Laurier ‘as stating at his recent meet-
ing at Simcoe that the favored nations
had done us no particular harm. Yet
b ythe reciprocity agreement fourteen
other -countries have a {re¢ entran
itito our Canadian market and Cana-
dians have no entrance to theirs.

“The Ontario farmer has had the
maritime provinces as a market for
eggs, but under this agreement will
you enjoy that market?’ asked Mr.
Wright. “No, ‘you will then have Ar-
gentine for a competitor in the egg
market, bringing them up, even as far
as .Montreal, at a chéaper rate than
vou can take them there. We have the
finest market in the world right here.
and I would say to Mr. Drury, before

.you take down the tariff wall, remem-

ber that these are the ceonditions we
have prospered under. Mamfactures
thave increased. and men are receiving
higher wages for the article manufac-
tured. From 1878 to 1896, the opposi-
ion party declared up and down, the
country that if they could get into
power, they would destroy tife nation-
al policy, but they have not inferefered
with -tlie national policy ,and the coun-
try has gone on prospering. Before
1578 the working man was going to the
banks and drawing his savings to tide
him over.

| Mr. McGillicuddy disclaimed any de-
sire for reward.
