The allies took 3090
prisoners, while the Austrians claim
u}ut they took 10,000.

In this general offensive, which was
made with a force calculated by the
enemy to break thru to the Italian
plains, especially down the Brenta
valley, the enemy seems to have em-
ployed the same novel tactical me-
thods employed with initial success
in France. The results of the fight-
ing show that the allies have learned
how to defeat his new tactical system.
