Held Sway.

Builalo, Jube 25, —(Special p—The Cana-
dian Derby, for 3-year-olds, gt a mile and
a half, the feature event of the Fort Erie
Jockey Club’s summer meeting, proved a
hellow victory for Ed. Fitzgerald's lly,
who made a runaway race
of it, and aefeated Laverock, her. nearest
ccmpetitor, at the finish by four lengths.
It was the opening day of the meeting,
and, despite the disagreeable weather, a
drizzling rain falling all morning, a large
crowd turned out to witness the sport.
