SCENES IN

A Great Crowd of All Nationalities
Jostled Each Otheér—Shells Did
Awful Work.

Pekin, Aug. 14, by post, via Tien Tsin,—
A medal will be struck commemorating the
slege of Pekin. It 'will bear the legend,
*“Men, not walls, make a city,”

In the grounds of “the British Legation,
where a handfrl of men withstood the mdl-
lions of the Chinese capital for DO ‘days,
a memorable celebration is In progress to-
night in vindication of that principle. Mis-
slonaries assembled about the bell tower,
singing the Doxology. Rockets are blaz-
ing, Soldlers and civillans of all nation-
alities are fraternizing., The women are ap-
plaunding the sound of the cannon that are
smashing the yellow roofs of the forbldden
city. The tired Sikns are planting their

tents on the lawn, and the American and’

Russian contingents are lignting camp tires
along the stretch of turf extending beyond
the Tartar wail, .

5 A Much-Mixed Crowd.,

Thru the ruins of the foreign settiement
an eager, cosmopolitan crowd is josthing—
Indians, Cossacks, legation ladles, diplo-
mats, Americans from (:ge Philippines,
and Krench disciplinarians from Saigon,
who kept discreetly to the rear while the
tighting was In progress, but came con-
spicuously to the front when looilng began,
Only Japanese, who have earned the tirst
yicce, are absent,

Luxury of Immunity From Buallets.

Hesident foreigners weicome the luxury
of walking about and immunity from bul-
lets, The newcomers ¢ anxious to in-
spect the evidences of an historic defence,
These barricades are, after all, the most
wonderful sight in Yekin. The -barrers
hedging the British Legation are a market
of stone and brick walls and earthworks,
Sandbags shield every space, The tops
of the walls have niches for riflemen, and
the bulldings, at their porticos. and win-
dows, have armor boxes, bags stuffed with
dirt, and plllows, too,

“Fort Myers.”

Back of the United Btates Legation is a
work named ‘“‘Fort Myers,”” which the
wmarines held, completely screening both
sides of the walls,. with steps leading
to it. There is a loop-holed barrier across
the wall which faces a similar Chinese
work a' few yards away. Another wall
bars Legation-street In front of the Ger-
mwan Legation; and confronting the enemy’s
barricades within those iimits are yet more
walls, enabling the foreigners to coutract
the area of defence, If pressed,

Torn by Chinese Shells,

The /tops of the American and British
bulldings were badly torn by Chinese sheiis.
The rest of the foreign settlement was al-
post demolished. Two thousand eight hun-
dred shells fell there during thé first three
weeks of the bombardment, 400 in one
day, Buckets fuli of bullets were gathered
in the grounds,

Eleven Civilians Killed,

Four hundred a fourteen people lived
in the compound fhru the greater part of
the slege. Three hundred and four marines,
assisted by 85 volunteers, commanded by
the English captain, Poole, defended the
place, Eleven civilfans were killed and 19
wounded, ~ Fifty-four marines and eallors
were_killed and 112 wounded.

Additional Details.

m™he army transport,when it reached Pekin,
wans 8 unlque spectacle. Mlles of animals,
vehicles and coolles trafled behind every-
thing imaginable on wheels. Everything
on wheels, from farm’ wagons to fashion-
able traps, was impressed, and every horse,
mule and Chinaman in' the path was com-
mandeered, The Japanese had cows bear-
ing packs, and the Russians had camels.
Chinamen pulled the carts and staggered
under heavy packs, the soldlers cursing
and beating them. Several dropped dead.
Two hundred junks and scows bearing
munitions were towed up the river by
voolles. Had the Chinese taken the offens-
ive. most of the transportation might easlly
have been captured and cut to pleces by
small flanking partles,

Aftpr it became apparent that the enemy
was demoralized the generals trusted the
trapsport to-luck, and bent thelr efforts
toward getting ahead. Only such an.emer-
geney as existed conld have justified such
hardships as ywere imposed upon the troops.

A Great Reception,

The reception which the survivors gave
the army was worth the hardships the
troops had undergone. The besleged re-
moved the barricades, and when the gates
swung Inward and the British colors ap-
peared there arose a great continuous cheer
on both sides,

An hour afterward Gen, Ohaffee, riding
at the head of the American Infantry,
marched to the Tartar wall. When told
that the British had entered before them
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the American general looked disappointed,
but, altho the Americans entered behind
the last of the Hehtish forces, thelr recep-
tion was just as enthusiastic,

On Entering the Grounds,

On entering the grounds of the Hritish
legation the Americad troops stared In
amazement, and inquired if fhere was &
lawn party in progress. They had expected
to find the reileved In a worse condition
than themselves, whereas the contrast be-
tween the appearance of the rescued and
the rescuers was surprisingly in favor of
the former, The British Minigter, Sir
Claude MacDonald, was shaven and dressed
in immaculate tennis flannels. Mr, Conger,
the United States Minister, was equally
presentable, The assemblage of ladies waa
fresh and bright in summer clothing. Only
a few clvillans were carrying arms.

Two Views of It

On the other hand, the rescuers were
haggard and rough-bearded. They dragged
themselves along as if ready ‘to drop, their
khaki uniforms dripping with perspiration
and black with mud.

But a second glance showed that the
rescued were pathetically pale and thin,
They looked Itke a company of Invalids,
Every part of the enclosure testified
to thelr traglc experlences, There was a
plot of new graves, headed with wooden
crosses, Including the graves of flve chil-

There were severa] caves roofed with tim.
bers and heaped over with earth, which
had, served as bombproofs, but had been
seldom occupled. \

Some ofthe Bulletins.

The bulletin board was covered with sig-
nificant notices. FKor instance: “As there
Is likely to be a #evere dropplug fire to-
day, women and children are forbidden to
walk about the grounds,”

Here is another: “Owing to
the small  supply of vegetables
and eggs, the ‘market will be open oniy
from 9 to 10 hereafter, All horse meat is
inspected by a physician.”

Women Were Hrave,

The bravery of the women was DOtes
worthy, They Dbecame so ‘accustomed to
fire that it was difficult to restrain them
from walking about the grounds at all
times,

When a proposal was made to petition
the Tsung If Yamen for vegetables, some
sald they would rather starve than take
help from that quarter., The Yamen's food
supply was a farce, sufficient for only one
day. When meat was asked for, the reply
was that this could not be furnished be-
cause a state of war existed in Pekin,
The Tsung 1l Yamen placarded a pro-
clamation exhorting the people to kill all
forelgners, because the latter had made
war on China in attacking the forts at
Taku,

JLegations Fiercely Attacked,

The legations were flercely attacked from
July 17 to 25. At the latter date a nom-
inal truce was agreed to, and extended to
Aug. 8. The Chinese repeatedly violated
it. There was considerable rifie fire from
Aug, 3 to Aug, 11, and then the Chinese
mounted smooth-bores, The mainstay of
the foreigners was an old gun used by the
Britlsh in 1860, which was found in a juifk
shop by Mitchell, the American gunner.
This was mounted on a Russian carriage
found by an Itallan. Ammunition was fit-
ted to It, and it was christened *‘the in-
ternational gun.”

They Never Despaired,

The forelgners remarked that rellef had
been long delayed, but they Insisfed that
they had never despalréd of the outcome.
The Chinese are sald to admit that they
lost 3000 killed during the slege. ' The for-
eigners did not waste their ammunition,
shooting only when g target was In evi-
dence. The Chinese method, on the other
hand, was a continuous heavy and Indis-
criminate fire, The enemy .would advance
to the barricades at night, creeping up
with thelr arms fllled with bricks, and in
the morning the foreigners would find a
new wall a few feet closer. Finally the
barricades came so close that talking could
be distinctly heard. During the last.two
nights the Chinese officers urged their men
to charge the foreigners and exterminate
them before the Internattonal forces couid
arrive. The Chinese soldlers replied that
they could not stand the‘ bayonets, On
the night before the relief they fireq sev-
eral thousand rounds, the foreigners re-
plying with two shots only. The Chinese
artillery and soldiers in Pekin were appar-
ently much Inferior to. those encountered
in the fighting at Tien Tsin,

A Notable Achievement,

The rellef of Pekin was a notable achieve.
ment, chiefly for the forced march of four
almost independent armies over a single
difficult road, and In sickening weather.

The opposition offered by the Chinese
dwindled steadlly each day, until the re-
lleving columns were In front of Pekin,
The defence of the city, considering the
possibilities of the case, was exceedingly
wenk, The Japanese are still hammering
away at the wall of the northeast sec-
tion, which has not yet been entered, ¥rob-
ably the Chinese concentrated thelr forces
there, thus giving the Americans and the
British a comparatively easy path, The
Americans, Infantry and marines, advanced
along the left of the canal under fine cover,
From a hil] Rapt. Reilly shelled a pagoda
over the Che Hua gate until the Infantry
got close In. They then crowded with
the Russians thru the gate unopposed.

The British, entering the Sha Ho gate
about the middle of the east wall, were
nearer the legations, and able to enter first,

Last Five Days the Worst,

The last five days’ marching was the
worst, It was a terrible strain. The ther-
mometer kept near a hundred, and was
sometimes above that figure. The country
was deep with sand, and the route lay thru

Japanese possessed the greater endurange,
and, better provided with the best trans-
port, they made the pace. The Russians
held second place most of the time.
The Americans and the British were pushed
to the utmost to keep-up, Gen, Fukushima
sald the Japanese niight have reached
Pekin two days before, He probably spoke
the truth, They seemed nuever to rest,
Thelr cavairy and scouting parties were
threshing the country ahead and on thelr
flanks, and thelr outposts kept In constant
contact with the enemy, pressing the latter
s0 closely that they threw away their pots,
sleeping-nets and clothing,

Several hundred Americans dropped out
from the heat, each day. They came strag.
gling into camp this evening. Even the
native Indlan troops suffered almost as
mmnch,

The soldiers drank continually from the
muddy river and wells by the wayside,
with the pesult that an epidemic of dysen-
tery set in. The Americans marched dur-
ing the hottest hours of the day, causing
great dissatisfaction among officers and
men, who had wished to move In the cool
of the morning and evening, like fhe Jap-
anese Russlans, But. with. four armies
following a single road the more enterpris-
ing got the right of way, and the others
bad to follow them when they could.
