HIS FINAL RESTING PLACE

Remains of President Abraham Lin-
coln Now to Be Buried for
All Time,

HAVE BEEN MOVED ELEVEN TIMES.

Casket Will Be Enclosed in a Solid
Concrete Block Under Present
Vault.

Springfleld, Ill., Sept. 25.—The remains
of Abraham Lincoln will soon be put away
for all time, never to be disturbed again,
in accordance with the wish of his son,
Robert T. Lincoln. An.excavation 15 feet
deep i9 being made beneath the vault where
they now rest, and in this the casket will.
be placed. It will be surrounded by an
iron cage, which is to be imbedded in and
made a part of a eolld concrete block ¥ by
8 feet and 13 feet long. The transfer will

Te made after the return of Governor
Yates.

This will make the twelfth removal of
the body, the record being as follows:

May 4, 1865—Casket containing the body
of Abraham Lincoln recelved in Spring-
field, Ill.,, and deposited in the public re-
celving. tomb in Oak Ridge Cemetery.

Dec. 21, 1865—Removed to new brick
vault built to receive it on the east side
of the matienal Lincoln monument and de-
posited In cemtre crypt In eatacomb,

Oct. 9, 1874—Removed from the centre
crypt and from iron casket to a lead-lined
cedar case, and deposited in the marble
sarcophagus in centre of catacomb room in
the monument. ;

Nov. 7, 1876—In an attempt by thieves
to steal the body, marble sarcophagus top
and one end removed, and when the de-
tecflves surprised them the casket bhad
bean moved 18 inches out thru the opem
end. . |

Nov. 9, 1876—By order of the Board of
Control, the cedar casket was replaced in
the marble sarcophagus, which was re-
stored and sealed.

Nov. 15, 1876—Removed from sarcopha-
gus to rear of Memorial ‘Hall, Then, the
same night, to the second corridor from
obelisk, and third from the east outside
wall under the terrace of the national
Lincoln monument and left on. wooden
trestles.

Nov. 18, 1876—Removed from trestles and
placed in excavation In middle corridor
between the base of obelisk ‘and the cata-
comb without replacing the earth removed
to receiye it.

Nov. ‘22, 1878—Cedar casket covered six
inches deep and ground leveled down llke
the rest of the passage ways under the
terrace of  t] nument and an hoar
removed and ld of
cedar casket only opened and then closed,
the earth replaced and left level

April 14, 1887-~Removed. from the shallow
grave under the terrace and buried in a
mass of comncrete 8 by 8 by. 12 feet direct-
1y under ¢ Mloors. The lead cas-
ket at this time openmed and the remains
{dentified by 'six personal acquaintances of
Mr. Lincoln, )

March 10, 1000—Removed from concrete
(at time the national Lineoln monument
was taken down) and deposited In a new
stone vault bullt for the purpose In the
side of the terraced hill on which the
monument is built.

April 24, 1901—Casket removed from tem-
porary stone vault and deposited In the
marble sarcophagus In the catacomb of the
pewly Tebuilt national Lincoln monument.

HOW 0 GET FOREIGN TRADE

J. S. Llarke, Canadian Agent in
Australia, Writes an Important
Letter on the Subjects

POINTERS FOR MANUFACTURERS.

Let the World Know What We
Make, Then Hold the Trade
When We Get It.

The following letter has been received

tion, from J. 8. Larke, commereclal agent
for Canada in_Australia, in reply to a com-
munication of Mr. Hees touching on Cana.

Dear Mr, Hees—Your views are mine,
and long since were mine. Some time
ago 1 turned up a paper written In 1890
for the late Sir John A. Macdonald.

depend upon seeking markets abroad. - My
tdea was to apply to manufacturers a modi.
fcation of the policy which I had suggest-
ed years before In respect to our dairy
industry. &'here is no question that it has
developed our cheese and butter produc-
tions. The constant visits of Professor
Robertson to Great Britain and hig return
to meet Canadian producets have cost
something, but they have abundantly repatd
the outlay. General manufactures are morc
complex than butter and cheese making,
and no man can be expert in all lines, but
Canadian  industrial development = Das
reached the stage that it is not necessary
so much to tell our people how to make.
Nor has it reached the stage that the chief
need is to show what to make. The prio-
cipal eoncern is to ascertain what lines
Canadians are making that can be sold
abroad, and to polint out how best to get
the market. Hence the need that the
Olni%ln agent abroad should be In touch
with Canadian manufacturing progress; and
he can only learn well by personal sight.

Canada has found out that It Is profit-
able to export cattle rather than wheat,
and butter and cheese rather than cattle:
mainly because there Is more labor and
less waste of our natural resources in cat-
tle than In wheat and to a greater extent
in butter and cheese. It is still more S0
in the export of manufactures. No one
ought to be more Interested In that export
than the Canadian farmer, for thereby he
is able to reach markets which otherwise
would be closed to him. No Ontario farm-
er thinks of sending butter or mutton OF
wool to Australia, yet every thousand dol-
lars’ worth of goods sent here When Te-
duced to their elements, mainly, is made
up of butter, mutton ‘and wool a
other productions of the Canadian farmer
sold directly and indirectly to the mechanics
and the capitalists who made them. 1t
seems to me that it is to the highest in.
terest of Canada that reasonable aid should
be given to Canadian manufacturers (o0
secure an export trade.

It is not enough to get It: It must be |
held afterwards. A glance at our returns
will show how fluctuating has been OuUF
trade with countries which were good mar
kets for our goods. Take Australia for
instance. In 1876 our exports were $185.-
610. The next year an effort was made to/
extend the trade, and in a few years It
reached the sum of $661,208. It then de-
clined until 1894, When the goyvernment
renewed its work it had fallen to $288,852,
composed, if I recollect aright, chiefly of
fish and timber. It Is many times that |
now, and tho our sales of both fish and
timber have Increased, they form but a,
limited percentage of -the trade, What
s needed Is continuity of effort.
