Son Francisco, Feb. 16.—To all intents 
end purposes the Pacific Coast Baseball ' 
league is a member of thc National Associ­
ation of Minor Leagues. But actually this 
is not the case. A mass of detail must be 
settled and until Ned Hanlon brings the 
demands of the westerners before the minor 
association and that organization accepts 
them no agreement can be signed.

Hanlon left here last week tor the east 
by way of New Orleans. He was the la>t 
of the trio of eastern magnates to start 
for home. He, Hart and Johnson wore ail 
certain before leaving that a junction be­
tween eastern organized baseball and the 
Fooiflc Coast League had practically been 
effected.

It is obvious that alliance with organ­
ized baseball is the best Interest of the 
western magnates. It means dollars to 
them, for at present they are paying ex­
tremely large salaries for men in a league 
not of major importance. For this reason 
It seems certain that ultimately they will 
be protected by the national agreement.

However, it Is not likely that the Pacific 
Coast League will accept the same con­
ditions as the minor leagues. It feels It­
self too well established and also of too 
great importance to the baseball world to 
be put on thc same footing as the minor 
leagues. f

Alliance with eastern baseball will be a 
good thing for the east as well as the west. 
Aside from the benefit of an agreement 
preventing contract jumping, it will tend 
to stluvul.iJe out here8 interest in eastern 
teams.
