France—The
crop outlook is generally favorable; and
supplies are liberal. Germany—On the
whole the outlook is favorable, with the
exception of the area planted late; sup-
plies . of native wheat are light. Home
receipts small. Austria-Hungary—The
weather continues unfavorable, being cold
and wet. Roumania—The crop outlook
continues favorable. Bulgaria, North
Africa, Spain and Turkey—The outlook
continues very t vorable. Russia—Re-
ports regarding t crops” vary greatly,
but it is generally conceded that. winter
wheat crop is an uncertain one. The rye
crop is fair, and other grains favorable;
prospects are that supplies of wheat wm
continue very light. Italy—Beneficial rains
have fallen, which have been general
thruout the country; outlook for crops
is satisfactory. India—There has been
no rain during the past week, and mois-
ture. is urgently wanted, especially in the
north. In the earlier districts harvesting
has already commenced. Argentine—An
excellent authority estimates that the re-
maining wheat surplus now amounts to
72,000,000 bushels. The shipments of new
corn are about to commence, and the con-
dition is good. Broomhall states that the
trading in futures ih Buenos Ayres has
now commenced, and that America is op-
erating in that market.

Manitoba Oats.

One of Toronto’'s leading commission
dealers has written The World in refer-
ence to Manitoba oats, now being orfered
on our market, as follows :

‘“There have been large offerings re-
cently of rejected Manitoba oats of the
poorest class. Many cars are 80 badly
frosted that the oats are not actually
worth the freight, and, whilst tending to
reduce the price of Ontario stock, do not
by any means reduce the values to intel-
Hgeént feeders. The worst feature, how-
ever, is the large quantity (,pernlc'lous
seeds which are being disseffiinated thru
Ontario farms where these oats are being
distributed. In good seasons the luxuri-
ant growth of the crops in the west tends
to keep down the weeds, but last season
the weeds that nothing less than crema-
tion can render harmless had a good
chance, and have evidently not neglected
to take advantage of the opportunity ac-
corded them by the late harvest and early
frosts. Something should be done to pro-
tect this province from what is a real
calamity.”

This was particularly
true of the May option, which was under
the liquidation pressure of a very forcible
character.

News, generally speaking, was bearish,
cash wheat and flour trade as discourag-
ing as ever.

We see nothing to encourage the buying
side of the market, and, while there may
be limited profits for the present on the
short side, that position seems to us still
more logical, even on this decline.

Corn has felt the effect of wheat weak-
ness to a small extent. Sample market
weak and demand very poor. The market
is still controlled.

Ennis & Stoppani wired to J. L. Mitchell
at the close :

Wheat—Market was fairly steady early
on buying by local crowd, due to light
receipts in the northwest. Glowing re-
ports from the growing crop, howexer,
caused sufficient selling to change the
course of the market, and during most
of the day prices ruled substantially low-

FARMERS V. AUTOISTS
BOTH SIDES ARE HEARD

Rural Delegation Urge Drastic
Regulations—Limit Speed
t6Ten Miles.

The municipal committee of the leg-
islature discussed auto legislation yes-
terday morning when two deputations
expressed their views. The master of
the Dwominlon Grange, J. G, Leth-
bridge, headed a deputation’ favoring
further restrictive legislation, and
President Russell and Secretary Wil-
cox of the Ontario Motor League led
the other party.

. Col. Hughes, reeve of Clark Town-
ship, Durham, supported Mr. Devitt's
bill to keep automobiles off the roads
three days a week. The colonel claim-
ed that the autos kept a- thousand

wcemen off the roads in his constitu- .

ency; that windows could not be kept
open because of the dust. These con-

| ditions were worse on Sunday.

E. H. McLean of Newcastle wan:-
ed violators -of the Auto Act imprison-
ed under certain circumstances. The
American tourist is the chief offend-
er.

Donald Sutherland, M.L.A., stated
that his bill would allow of vehicular
and pedestrian traffic between 1 and
7 p.m. to the exclusion of all others.
Other people besides the farmers were
opposed to the ajto. While the auto-
m-obile industry was an important
one, others were equally so.

C. M. Bowman, M.L.A, explained a
clause in his bill, compelling a motor
to stop when 100 yards from a horse.

President Russell stated that Tur-
key and Switzerland were the only
countries that had laws restricting tha
use of the auto. The auto_ was no
longer a toy, and the limiting of iis
use to 'certain days was out of the
question. ‘“‘Let the farmer and motor-
ists get togethHer and provide for éen-
forcement tof the laws.” He conslder-
ed limiting the speed to ten miles an
hour was too drasti¢, stating that the
lowest speed in the United States was
15 miles.

Mr. Lethbridge proposed that no
auto traffic’ be allowed on public high-
ways outside of cities and towns. be-
tween 7 a.m. and 9 p.m. on Saturdays,
and between 9 a.m. and 1 p.m. on
Sundays; that when an auto is stop-
ped while passing a horse drawn
vehicle the power shall be shut Off
and all noise stopped; that a motor
shall. be turned into an' intersecting
lane or roadway when meeting a fun-
eral procession, if it is possible, ‘and
failing thi$ to turn off the road and
the motor stopped; that a man must
have a license from the provincial sec-
retary before being allowéd to operate
a car, and that operator must prove
his ability to run a car before such
license is granted; that the lights car-
ried between sunset and sunrise num-
ber two in front and one behind, ‘and
that the power of reflegctfon shall not
exceed 25 yards; autos not to exceed
ten miles an hour on rural highways,
and to turn cledar out of the beaten
track when passing a horse if possible;
that sufficlent provincial ‘constables
be appointed to enforce the law.

Henry Grose, reeve of.. Innisfil,
knew of five accidents in which bug-
gies had been wrecked, and where
ladies in the motors had waved their
handkerchiefs at the women struggling
in the ditch. This was at a funeral
The farmers’ womenfolkss were afraid
to venture on the roads.

ONDEVELDPED GANRTERS
SHOULD B CANCELED

So Say Niagara Falls Park Com-
missioners in Making Annual
Report.

“Impressed with the vital importance
of the subject, the commissioners would
again draw attention te the charters

hich have been granted by the par-
liament of Canada to-several corpora-
tions to generate power at various
points in the Niagara district from

water which at present flows thru the
Niagara Rivar and over the Falls, but
which charters have not up to tne pre-
sent ime been proceeded with, With-
out question the works already con-
structed by the three companies oper-
ating on the Canadian side. are of suf-

| {ficient capacity to supply the demand

for .electricity for lignting and power
purposes for Canadian  users for a
great many years to come,”

This is the view taken by the Niagara
Falls Park Commissioners in their re-
port just issued.

They go on to say: “Ad the unde-
veloped charters are all without limi-
tation as to volume of power which
may be developed and without restric-
ticns as to the quantity of water that
may be taken for such development,
IT IS ESSENTIAL TO THE SAFE-
GUARDING OF THE FALLS THA
IMMEDIATE STEPS SHOULD
TAKEN TO CANCEL THEM, or to
place a limit on their operations, so
that the menace they now: present to
the préservation of the #alls as a
great natural wonder may be removed.
In this connection the commissioners
would strongly recommend that the
government of the Province of Ontario,
‘being chiefly interested, should be offi-
cially represented at any international
conference that may be held having in
view the uses of the waters of Nia-
gara for commercial purposes or for
the limitation of such uses in further-
ance of the preservation of the Falls.”

The commissioners are: J.. W. Lang-
muir, chairman; Robert Jaffray. Geo.
H. Wilkes, P, W. Ellis, L. C. Raymond
and William L. Deran,

The financial report shows a current
revenue of $97,562.68, made up in this
way: Ontario Power Co., rental, $30,-
000; Canadian Niagara Poweér Co.,
rental, $15,000; Canadian Niagara Pow-
er Co., account excéss rental, $16,665.75;

The revenue was expended on wages,
permanent improvements and main-
tenance.

An application made early ‘in the
season by the Electrical Development
Co., for permission to construct a short
llne of underground conduits to car;y
the
Canadian Niagara Power Co., for trans-
mission to the States, was referred to
the lieutenant-governor in council. The
company ‘represented that they had
made contracts in Buffalo and
had arranged to supply power
thru . the Canadian Niagara Co.’s
transmission line. Consent was given
subject to ratification by the legislature
and the conduit was constructed.

The commissioners express their in-
tention of restoring the burying plot
near Niagara-on-the-Lake, where Col
John Butler, Col. Claus and other early
patriots are interred.

It is also their intention to erect a

_commodious conservatory at the park,

a work which has been delayed by the
blasting operations hitherto carried on.
Tropical and sub-tropical plants will
be cultivated and the place will form
a winter attraction to Niagara.
