Capt.. Karl Boy-Ed, formerly German

naval attache at Washington, at th2
lime his withdrawal was requested by
the American Gouvernment, Mr. Bel-
iairs also asked whether Lord Robert
wag awarc that Capt. y-Ed was
“the head of an organization engaged
in forgery, murder and arson in the
United States,” and was now “orga-
nizing - occasional U-boat operations
off tiie' American coast from Lubeck.”

Lord FRobert replied that the safs
conduct had been given to Capt. Boy-
Ed in deference to the officially ex-'
pressed wish of the United States
Government. 'The British Governitent
relt that the captain’s capacity for ‘n-
Juring the interests of this “country
was at least not. greater in Germany
than in the United States The govern-
ment had no reason to regret this view.

Ues. Lord Robert said:
