“Bériator Choquette 18 accused of
raising the race cry in Quebec. The
charge Tests on a report published " th
The Québec Chronicle of a meeting at
1 Ange Gardien. The Chronicle says:

The discussion was pretty much
on the same lines as that in the
morning, .with the exception of
Senator Choquette, who remarked:

THE TELEPHONE ouUT OF THE CITY,

That the usefulness of the telephone
is confined mainly to the cities is a
potion that is rapidly disappearing. it
there were no telephone gervice in the
city, short distances and< means of
rapid transit would make communi-’
cation comparatively easy. Even be-
{ween city and city the telegraph woull
Pe a reasonably good substitute for the
telephone. £

But in the country the telephone may
save the farmer from ' hitching 'up a
team-and driving five or ten miles, per-
haps in stormy weather, for & doctor.
In a few words over the télephone the
doctor may recognize the trouble, and
prescribe some simple remedy - 'which
may save a life, as, for instance, in &
case of poisoning Or other accident.
Then the telephone obviates the neces
gity for a lot of traveling on the farm;
directions miay be sent to a foreman
or laborer in some distant part of the
¢arm instantly, where half- an hour
would. be takén up in the old way.

The war between Ruszia and | Japan
has shown the value of the telephon®
on the battlefield. The Electrical Re-
view describes its utility in the lumber-

ing business.

«rPhruout the forests, from the St.
Johns to Vancouver, Tumber camps
belonging to the sgme interests are
connected together and’ thence to the
saw mills or wood-pulp works at
frontier towns, from. which com-
munication can be held even to the

Let-
ters are read to men snowed in the
forest fifty or a hundred miles away,
and answers dictated by the lumber-
men to & stenographér who trans-
cribes them at the office and then
mails them to their homes.

“The relative contentment among
the men which is established by this
frequent communication 1% highly
advantageous to the working force, )
and. therefore, to their employers.

“The applications of the telephone
to the operations of logging are
alike novel and useful. The lines are
run upon forest trees a‘ong the
banks - of rivers. and: telephones
which are contained in ghelterng
boxes are attached to trees and
connected to the line.”
