‘These stock purchases, together
other happenings, have led some of the
Alexander men into the belief that the
proposition may have been more than am
empty threat; but even these men, though
they are keenly cognizant of the extreme
bitterness of the fight, cannot convince
themselves that such a wonderful proper-
ty as the KEgquitable could actually be
wiped out and destroyed.

They admit, though, that as matters
now stand it would be possible for the
stockholders, or a majority of them, to
resolve to wind.up the company.

Because of Mr. Hyde's recent purchase
of Equitable stock it is stated that there
are now forty dummy directors out of
the fifty-one in the directorate of the so-
ciety. Not one of these, it is alleged, is
actually the proprietor of the five shares
of stock necessary under the charter of
the society to qualify a man to act as a
director. Nearly every one of the fortly
dummy directors is a maulti-millionaire,
the list including such men as E. H.
Harriman, Jacob H. Schiff, George Jay
Gould, A. J. Cassatt, Cornelius N. Bliss,
Alfred G. Vanderbilt and Senator Chaun-
cey M. Depew.

It is learned that the present plan of
the Hyde faction is to combat the right
of the legislature to compel the mutuali-
zation of the Equitable on lines unsatis-
factory to a majority of its stockholders
and directors.

Should the bill which the Crimmins
committee has prepared become a law it
is the present purpose of the Hyde party
to contest its constitutionality in the
courts all the way up to the United
States Supreme Court. In this event
the ultimate fate of the Equitable would
be in doubt for probably two years or
more.
