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NEED CONSERVATISM
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TO PREVENT STRINGENCY

Must Have Funds for Legitimate Business --- Have Reached
Crest of Wave of Prosperity and Caution is Advised.

(New York Journal of Commerce)

‘While it ts admitted in ing circles
that money rates should show an easier
trend for the next sixty days, emphasis is
still laid upon the mecessity of comservat-
ism in order ito prevent marked stringency
such as was experienced last fall. In some
quanters it ds inferred that both the stock
market and real estate operations must
undergo readjustment in order to make
funds available for the legitimatbe require-
ments of business, to say nothing of the
temporary demands for moving the crops,
which promise to be well up to the aver-
age. Special stress is laid upon the un-
watisfactory situation as regards the issues
of new secunities the past dix months,
wihich surpass all mecords. With over
§827,000,000 flgated by mailroad and imdus-
tnial corporafions—a figure only $24,00,-
000 less ‘than Yfor the entire year of 1905—
#t is mot surprising that bond dealers are
2xtremely despondent over the prospects
$or distributing syndicate pariticipations,
wwhich dnvaniably show considerable losses
3t going quotatioms. It is probably no ex-
sggeration to estimate that $300,000,000 of
wndigested eeQm'Ltﬂ'es are still locked up in
the vaults of 'Wall Street houses, which,

. $hough gilt-edged in most cases, have ab-

solutely no attraction for the investor, be-
gause of the comparatively small yield. It
would seem 4 time for corporations to re-
stmict their money hunger, which, how-
ever, it must be admitted, finds a legiti-
mate explamation in the unprecedemted
prosperity, making mecessary new equip-
ment, terminals and improvements gener-
ally. A development which is not causing
souch gratification in bond circles is the
snnouncement that New York city will
put out $12,500,000 more corporate stocks
this monith, despite the fact that the last

4 per cent offering is still Jargely in syndi-
cate hands. The government call of $10,-
000,000 wpon the depositary banks becomes
due this week, tending to curtail the Ioan-
able funds. Moreover, the government
will gssue $30,000,000 Pamama Canal bonds
in~ August, the preparations for which
must have their effect wupon moneftarny
conditions, _though, tnasmuch as these
bonds will be largely used to take out
new circulation by the banks, the tying
up of funds should be. only temporary.
General ccnditions, other than the money
stmingency, are by no mieans of a nature
to make flor pessimism, preparations being
evident for a very active fall trade. Bank
clearings and railway earnings, indicia of
prosperity, comtinue it = recond-breaking
totals, In view of the prevaling high
prices for commodities, however, it is not
surprising fthat far sighted people believe
that we are on the crest of the industrial
wave and that e welaxation in trade is
cmly a matter of time. For the next: few
months with congress adjourned, less will
be heard of agitation agaiust conporations
the effeots of which have ithus far been
much lebs unsatisfactory wupon business
than might have been expected. While the
stock market has shown a considerable re-
adjustment to dmtrinsic values so long &s
money continues at present high rates
and tthe confidence of the outside public
remains shaken, anything like a bull cam-
paign seems out of the question. Con-
servative investors are more likely to take

advantage of sharp advances to lightem | OvS.

ment, Further pool liguidation in special-
ties, which were advanced beyond all
niryme or reason, would seem a natural se-
quence in view of the forced decline of
high-clags stocks like Pennsylvania.

The
staple market was quiet and in fact the
only activity shown was in fruit, a sud-
gen influx of mtrawbeiries caused a price
slump for a day or two, but they stif-
fened again yesterday and it is mow pre-

grate by Monday. The lowest prices of
the week were reached by ‘‘seconds” and
these ruled as low as 41-2c. on Wednes
day, beuter fruit brought 5c. o 6e. and
the best for shipment hardly descended
Yelow 612 at amy time during the week.

It is expected that with the advent of
the Clifton bermies the price may ease
off again ‘to about. 6c., but fruit men are
not: depending heavily on this, as they say
the Clifton eupply will be light. Clifton
rowets usually produce the dhoicest berry

to this market, and they find it
more o their advantage now to take the
risk of ehipment to a stronger markef
pnd dispose of their stock in Boston,

The activity in bermies acted rether as

deterrent in ofher lines of fruit and

i was rather light. Peaches,
wihich (have been in for the last week or
ten days are scarce and high. A short-
age is reported in the California crop, and
asacamequamethheyamenotexpecned to
be as plentiful as usual in the local mar-
ket. At present the best Californias are
ranking $225 to 52.50 per crate. Plumb,
which have also made their appearance,
rule at $2.00 to $2.50, while the California
pears are expected next week. Bamnanas,
probably the most popular fimit sold
here, and centainly the one wihich enjoys
the largest sale, are lower for quality.
They are arriving freely and the importa-
tion this season to date has been very
heavy.

The pine apple season is about over,
and at mo ‘time have they been plenti-
ful or cheap. Just mow the best Califor-
nia pines are worth $3.50 to $3.75 and
this price will probably prevail to the
end. Oranges are high and scarce. Am-
erican apples and melons are about com-
ing in. Quotations ave uncertain at pres-
ent, as they are yet barely on the market,
but mext week it is expected they will be
considerably lower and sales are not as
yet heavy. ;

The country market today gives every
indication that vegetables and garden pro-
duce will be generally in good supply. The
first mew potatoes came down river on
Wednesday from Bellgisle, and one enter-
prising buyer paid $2 for the privilege of
owning the first bushel. . They were of
fair quality, but were not up to the usual
gtandard. The crop has developed slow-
ly this year, gnd it will be well into the
end of mext week before shipments of any
gize are made. A few green peas have
appeared at $2 per bushel, but this fancy
mﬁ;oewﬂlmtlastmcmeﬁhamadayocr
two, as the crop is reported to be a fairly
good one. and farmers are about ready to
start .shipping. There was a good sup-
ply of general produce in the market to-
day, and every day is naturally expected
bo increase it. .

The staple market has been almost stag-
nant during the week, and business hes
been reported very quiet. The only fea-
ture was in Ontario flour, whidh went off
a shade and yesbenday sold ten cents eas-
jer than at the first of the week. Mani-
toba fiours memained unchanged. Pork
end pork products and beef continue
strong, but sales are light and business is
quiet. Sugars continue to show strength
with no changes.

Altogether, as stated above, the week
has been a very dull ome. Collections are
fair and paper is being well met.

The secretary of the treasury has no-
tified the banks with which special de-
posits of public funds were made last
March that this money must be returned
to the treasury between July 10 and July
20. Bids will be awarded before August
August 1 for $30.000,000 2 per cent. 10-30
Panama Canal bonds for which payment
must be made in full upon notice of ac-
ceptance of the bids. Thus there will be
withdrawn by the treasury within the
next three weeks $40,000,000 from banks.

On the other hand it is estimated that
the expenditures of the government will
exceed revenues during July by about
$16,000,000 and by a considerable amount
in August. The deficit for July and Aug-
ust, 1905, was $18,515,000.

The expenditures for the first nine
days of July this year were $1,870,000
more than in 1905, but the revenues were
$2,300,000 greater, so that the deficit
was $430,000 less. 'This ratio may be
changed by disbursements under the gen-
eral deficiency bill. Congress adjourned
sine die March 3, 1905, so that there were
no eficiency disbursements at ithe beginning
of the last fiscal year. :

Probably the met loss to banks by
return of deposits and purchase of
bonds will be less than $20,000,000 and
this may be made up by deposits against
the new bonds until the money is needed
in the construction of the Panama Canal.
Foreign exchange has been hovering aboyt
the gold import point for some time and
foreign insurance companies have only be-
gun to pay their San Fracisco losses, al-
though it is reported from London that
they have sold a large amount of secur:
ities in preparation' for payment. The

denominations that

great bankers of Europe seem unwilling to|

facilitate gold exports to the United
States in aid of speculative operaions at
this time, but when we really need gold
opposition to shipments of the metal to
New York will disappear. Nevertheless
the price of gold bars may advance.
