A Day in the Woods.
BY M. H. PEKLEY, OF NEW-BKUNSWICK.

A cool, cloudy duy in the sultry month of July is
alwauys favourabie for fly fishing 1 New-Brunswick.
It was early on such a day, sccomp nied by trusty
old Indian, my constant companton ou these excur-
sions, wien 1 left the farm house we had reached the
night befoie, 10 fish o populugun, or forest strewm,
eeldom visited by sportsinen,  Being properly equip-
ped, we trudged mernly along thiough the wouds for
some miles and on arriviug at a broald lake-bke part
of the stream, found our canve, which had been left
there on a former occasion en cache.
ing the water, we had been made awsre that the
«/md was very high, by the rustling rushing sound in

the tree-tops, and the creuking and groaning of the
tall Girs, as they yielded to the gale—yet we launched
our canve, and scud or ‘rather flew, right before it
nearly a mile to the fishing ground. Here however,
we found it too much for our light bark, and quite
too rough for fly-fishing with advantage; so we
landed, and amused ourselves for some hours in ex-
ploring a wild, woody, rocky, rattling stream, flow-
ing down a glen und suid to be full of fish. On this
occasion it ufforded no sport for the rod, but gave
some employment for the gun, for we bagged several
brace of plover and teal.

We returned ubout four o'clock, and finding that
the gale hud ubated, placed the canoe 8o as to com-
mund a pool formed by two brooks rushing in from
opposite sides of the main stream, and soon fouml
sbundant occupation.  The Iudian assisted in land-
ing the larger fish, while manuging the canoe, and
ere sunset two hundred very handsome chare trout
Iny in its bottom. Ou this, as on former oucusions,
the [udiun had looked quietly on while aiding the
sport, but this day, from the peculiarly brisk and live.

The first altempts were not amiss und
he soon leurned to cast the fly on the water proper-
ly—un exclamution of delight announced that ke had
killed w fish,  good one too, over which he exulted
in childish glee us if he had discovered a new plea-
sure. At this hour the large trout ure always on the
feed, wnd fish after fish did the ludian diag nshore
until it became quite aurk, and necessary (o encamp
for the night, T prepare u piece of ground, build «
eamp of birch baik, hght a fire, boil the kettle, cook
asupper of trout, und devour it with the * woodman's
nauce good wppetite, were operations soon per-
formed. The wind had died away ut sunset, the
clouds had diapersed,” und the sturs shone brilliantly
from u bright, blue sky—wrapped in a blunker, my
feet to the fire and head pillowed on Mother Eur:h,
I slep: soundly till duy-breuk, when we roused for de-
purture.  Qur camp was just within some ulders
which skirted the murgin of the stream and here we
sut discussing u hasty breahfast. Suddenly the Lu-
disn mu Je w motion to be silent, and reaching the gun,
which leaned nguinst u tree, threw himsell fat on the
ground, aud begun crawling towurds the water over
the deud lewves and dry twigy, in that etealihy, noise-
less manner which only an Indian can effect, He
guined a chump of wlders, and lay motionless us stone,
in fact he did not seem to breathe: warching closely,
I perceived a movement in the sedges on the opposite
side of the stream, und presently u puir of bluck ducks
flouted out into the morning sun, 16 be in un instant
luid low. An unpractised eye would not have notic-
ed these birde, but not the shghtest movement in the
forest or on the water escapes an Indian, und many
tules might be told of their ustonishing quickness
und sagucity in discovering game, however well con-
cealed,

Our breakfust over, the canoe was ugain put in con-
cenlment, and the trout in dozens were slung on s
stout pole; the ludian tovk one end, and the other
was pluced upon my own shoulder, supported on a pud
made of moss, The weight was excessive, almost
staggering, but we got on pretry well considering that
we had to march in straight line, through and over
all obstucles, our burthen not allowing us to twist
and thread our way among the thick growth of forest
trees. . We reuched the farm-house st noon, just as
thut well known American signal, the conch shell,
was being sounded for dinner, und were welcomed to
the homely yet substantial meal with all the rough
Lut hanest and hearty hospitality of the backwoods.
