FAMILY DOCTOR
MAY “COME BACK"

Honored Counselor, Crowded Out by
the Specialist, Likely to Have Another
Inning

Commenting on the future of the phy-
sician, the editor of The Interstate
Medical Journal says that the way every
branch of medicine is being regarded
nowadays as a specialty it would almost
seem that the general practitioner was
about to disappear. He gives reasons for
believing, however, that the family phy-
sician may come into his own again. He
says:
"‘The minds of most of us have been
much exercised with speculation on what
is the future of our profession and, in
particular, of that large element of it
constituted by the general practitioner.
Reviewing the divisions and subdivisions
of the subjects with which we deal into
specializations and sub-specializations
and.the increasing facilities in communi-
cation, one is tempted to contemplate
as a probability the practical disappear-
ance of the general practitioner from all
but the remotest districts.

“The principal loss that the commun-
ity would suffer, in such an eventuality,
would apparently be that there would no
longer exist that personal relation be-
tween the practitioner and his patient
which exists in the case of the family
physician.

“Nor is there any indication that either
of the other professional advisors of the
family, the minister and the lawyer, is
showing any tendency to increase his
personal influence to replace that log’t by
the physicians.

“In this issue, we are publishing an
article by Dr. Pottenger which contains
a thought relevant to this questiony and
which seems, to me at any rate, novel.
You will find that Dr. Pottenger seems
to regard specialization as merely a tem-
| porary phase in the elaboration of med-
| jcal technic and science. He considers it
necessary, in order to deal with a vast
amount of undigested material, to elim-
inate a great deal of what will subse-
quently be found to be unnecessary
complication. He views as possible an
ultimate simplification, which will re-
sult in the return of what is now spec-
ial work into the sphere of a general
practitioner.

Ottawa, July 18—It is consideredi
highly probable today that parliament
will take action on the report of in-
vestigating Commissioner O’Connor, re-
vealing enormous profits on the bacon |
business . of the William Davies Com-
pany and Matthews Blackwell, Ltd. The |
document has not yet been tabled byI
the minister of labor and is consequcnt—l
ly not gqfficially before the house. Inj
addition to the bacon transactions, the
P. Burns Company of Western Can—‘
ada is found to have made a profit of
ten cents per pound on 200,000 pounds
of butter. A total of 108 companies
were investigated but the others came
out with a clean sheet.

Mr. O'Connor observes in his report
that the big companies work on busi-
ness, not patriotic lines. If there thas
been any patriot it has been the con-
sumer, he says. “Hitherto all the.hon- |
ors have gone to the purveyors, the
consumers alone have suffered while the
purveyor has seen himself sufficiently
paid.” b
According to the commissioner, the
Wm. Davies Company in 1916 took a
profit of 5.05 cents per pound on 97,
000,000 pounds of bacon, mostly export-
ed, and Matthews Blackwell, Limited,
3.56 cents on 42,500,000 pounds.  In the
former case the profit amounted to
about $4,898,5600, and in the latter about
$1,513,000. The average profit margin
on bacon of all cold storage houses in
Canada for the year was 4.58 cents per
pound. With™ the Davies profit sub-
stracted the average would have been
3.8. The Davies profit in 1915 was 3.67
and the commissioner wants to know
why that figure would not have been
sufficient in 1916.
