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Halifax, Aug. 31—“The prospects for
a strong demand and high prices for
Nova Scotia apples in the English mar-
ket this year are excellent,” says J. For-
syth Smith, representing the depart-
ment of trade and commerce as Cana-
dian fruit commissioner in Great Britain,
who is now here. “The English apple
crop was a failure. Not an apple coun-
ty will produce more than twenty-five
per cent. of the quantity of last year’s
crop. With respect to competing ex-
port countries, the situation is still fav-
orable to the Nova Scotia apple, although
not in so marked a degree. The west-
ern American box apple crop will
amount to only sixty-five to seventy-five
per cent. of last year’s crop, making the
shipments about 4,000 cars short. Cali-
fornia has a light crop of Yellow New-
town, of which variety she. annually
ships a considerable quantity. British
Columbia will produce sixty-five per
cent. of last year’s crop.”
