Has Survived Six Crises.

The official scorer in the New York 
Times announces that since the begin­
ning of the war Lloyd George has en­
countered no fewer than six crises of the 
first order, any one of which might have 
led vto the downfall of a minister who 
lacked the fighting spirit of David Lloyd 
George. The first was the financial crisis. 
The war placed upon him a gigantic 
burden, the greatest that any chancellor 
had had to face up to that time. It was 
necessary to raise unprecedented sums of 
money in an unprecedentedly short space 
of time. Lloyd George grappled instant­
ly with the problem and introduced 
schemes for raising money which at any 
other time would have brought about a 
rebellion and perhaps a revolution. But 
there was no protest. There was only 
applause. Conservative financera, to 
whom the name of ‘Lloyd George before 
the war was as the name of Trotzky 
now, were enthusiastic in their congrat­
ulations. The first war budget of the 
Chupcellor of the Exchequer indicated 
that as a war statesman he would not be 
found wanting.
