BRITTON IN ACTIONTHE HOBBLE AGAIN; 
TIGHTER THAN EVER

Fredericton, N. B., March 7—The com­
mittee on Municipalities had under con­
sideration this morning a large number 
of bills. Bille relating to Grand Falls and 
Edmundston were recommended favorably.

The bill relating to the St. John sani­
tarium was discussed at length, J. King 
Kelley explained its object. The county 
intended to build a sanitarium for the city 
and county to be maintained at the 
ty*8 expense and opened to residents of 
the city and county.

Doctor Emery, Doctor Townsend and 
Doctor McAvenney said that though they 
supported the bill as a whole, they had 
objections to make to certain sections. One 
was as to the name, that the institution 
should be called a hospital for tubercu­
losis and not a sanitarium; secondly, that 
the commission governing the institution 
should consist of seven instead of five.

Mr. Kelley was not in favor of such 
change». The committee said they would 
take the bill into private consideration.

Mr. Grannan. of St. John, explained a 
bill seeking legislation to establish a muni­
cipal farm in the county of St. John. This 
also was a municipal undertaking, the ex­
pense borne entirely by the city and comi­
ty. The bill was recommended for fur­

ther consideration. After explanation by 
Mr. Baxter, a bill to enable the city to

take water into Lancaster at the city's 
own expense was favorably considered.

A bill giving power to fix the valuation 
of the E. Partington Pulp and Paper Co., 
Ltd., was recommended, as were bills re­
lating to the regulation of conflagrations 
in St. John and those relating to the 
towns of Dalhotreie and Newcastle.

The committee of law practice and pro­
cedure favorably recommended to consid­
eration of the house the following bills: 
Giving power to Moncton to sell certain 
lands; to give Trinity parish power to 
sell certain lands; giving St. John power 
to enact its own bye-laws without consent 
of the governor-in-council ; giving power 
to the commissioners to close up for traf­
fic any private alleyway which was not 
kept in repair.

A bill presented by Mr. Kelley, on be­
half of the county of St. John, seeking 
power of general expropriating lands in 
the county, met with considerable opposi­
tion, and was opposed by Hon. Mr. Wilson 
and others from St. John. The members 
of the committee were against the bill as 
it at present stood, and Mr. Kelley was 
requested to redraft it setting forth de­
finitely what lands the county wished or 
intended to expropriate.

The committee then went into private 
session to consider the bill relating to the 
chief of police of St. John.

Waterloo, Ont., March 7—Hon. W. L.

Sonora Slate in Revolt—Orozoce 
States His Position

Shipyard», Says Mardi
El Paso, Tex., March 7—With the ex­

rebels of Chihuahua declaring neutrality 
toward the Sonora revolt, the situation in 
the western border state yesterday await- 
ed the entrance of federal troops.

Rallying under the Constitutionalist; 
banner and proclaiming state rights, the 
new rebels late yesterday not only de­
stroyed the railway north and south of 
Hermosillo, but cut all telegraph wires. 
This forced the most effective news cen­
sorship from the state capital.

Following the decision of the state au­
thorities to denounce Huerta’s govern­
ment, groups of state rebels laat night 
threatened the posts of Agua Prieta and 
Nogales, on the Arizona border.

“The matter does not directly interest 
me,” said General Pascual Orozco Jr., 
when news reached hie camp below Juarea 
that the Sonora state had risen against 
Huerta. The former rebel commander in 
qhief has received no request from the 
provisional president to take the field 
against the Sonora state troops and it was 
said such a request would meet with refus­
al by nearly 1500 troops under Orozco’s 
control.

Orozco again made clear his stand to- / 
ward the provisional government at Mexi*' 
ico City declaring he accepts Huerta only 
in event that the land grant promises of 
the Madero revolution will be kept. Or- 
azco reiterated hie promises that he will 
keep his forces in indefinite armistice.

San Antonio, Texas., March 7—Senora 
Madero has arrived from Brownsville to 
join her husband, who, with his brothers 
Raoul reached this city Wednesday after 
a 600 mile horseback ride through Mexi­
co. She denied that she had said her bro­
ther-in-law, Francisco I. Madero, had been 
tortured before being killed.
