The storm will have a 
tendency to spoil the outing of the fisher­
men who intend going away for over the 
holiday, but it will be a help to the lum­
bermen.

The average rain fall for the month of 
May is, at the highest, four inches, but 
old Jupiter Pluvius has surpassed himself, 
and succeeded in smeahing nearly all prev­
ious records. From present indications, 
however, it looks as though the weather 
would clear now, and be fine for the holi­
day. The probabilities for tomorrow are 
for clearing weather with southwest 
winds.
