The
Roumanian government has become
alarmed at the warlike demonstrations
and is concentrating troops on its front-
ier.

RUSSIAN ENCROACHMENTS

ADVANCES OVER THE FRONTIER
LINES IN CENTRAL ASIA.

Claims of Supremacy Over the ‘“Roof
of the World” — British «flicials
Send a Foree to the Scene of Opera-
tions—And the Russians Fall Back.

Loxpox Sept. 24. A letter upon the
Younghusband incident is published
here from Prof. Arminus Vambery, the
Oriental traveller.

On Sept 24 it was announced that Capt.
Younghusband, the we!l known English
agent traveller, who has made the long-
est journey in Chinese territ;? ever
accomplished by a European, had been
forbidden by the Russian authorities to
enter Little Pamir, on the border of the
Chinese possession of East Turkestan.
Russia has taken this step.on the ground
that she claims supremacy over the
Pamir (“roof of the world”) territory.

In this connection Prof. Vambery says
that since the Russo-Afghan treaty was
concluded the Russians have continued
to encroach upon the frontier line, and
that they now hold Allighur and Pamir,
230 miles beyond the frontier defined by
the Russo-Afghan treaty.

As a strange coincidence, almost at the
same moment that Prof. Vamery’s warn-
ing letter appears, advices have been
received from Capt. Younghusband,
dated from Kashgar, stating that, learn-
ing that the Russians have crossed the
Afghan frontier in spite of the protests
of the Afghan authorities, and being in-
formed that the Russians were forcing
their way toward the Pamirs, he started
out to verify these reports.

The captain says he found that on
Aug. 10 the rear guard of the Russians,
100 strong, was at BozaGumbax, near
Chilrall, or Little Kashgar, on the south
slop of Hindoo-Koosh. He, therefore,
placed himself in commueication with
the British army t at Gilghit.

The British officials in command there
promptly sent a force of 200 Ghoorkas to
the scene of the Russian operations.
The Russians, who had crossed the
tahle lands,on hearing of the approach of
the Ghoorkas retraced their steps and,
the rear guard, the whole force
across the frontier.

WANTS PEACE.

GERMANY WILL NOT BEGIN A
EUROPEAN WAR.

Kaiser William’s Declaration About
the Awfal Responsibility of Precip-
itating a Conflict—The Military Ad-
vaniage of Beginning the Struggle

% Cannot Compensate for it,

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Loxpon, Sept. 26.—The Standard’s
Vienna correspondent records a discus-
sion which was carried on at the table of
the Archduke Albrecht during the Aus-
trian military maneuvers as to whether
it would be wise toallow a known enemny
to complete preparations for war or
whether it was not preferable to force a
conflict. “No names were mentioned,”
says the correspondent, “but all under-
stood that Russia was meant.”

Emperor William said emphatically :
“I strongly believe that the enormous
regponsibility which modern warfare
imposes must override all military theo-
ries. I would not begin war if conscious
that by delaying it I could secure a sin-
gle year, nay, a single month, of peace
by trusting in the success of my good
cause. Even if the chances are equal
on both sides, there is much to be gained
by having several months of peace.”
The king of Saxony expressed himself to
the same effect, pointing out instances
where diplomacy bad averted an appar-
ently inevitable conflict.

Archduke Albrecht also dilated upon
the enormous responsibility of forcing a
war, in view of the murderous perfection
of modern weapons.

The correspondent says Emperor
William’s remarks made a deep im-
pression on the high rank German and
Austrain officers present.

GIRLS WITH MICROSCOPES.

Station For the Inspection of Meat Es
tablished at Boston.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

WasmneroN, D. C., Sept. 26.—Ex-
perts from the agricultural department
today establishsd in Boston a station for
the inspection of meat to be shipped
abroad. This completes the number of
such stations Frovided for by the meat
inspection bil pmed at the last session
ngress. The other stations are at
South Omaha, Kansas City, Milwaukee
and Chicago.
The establishment of the stations very
strangely opens up another branch of
employment for young women. It has
been found that they are better fitted
for the work of inspection than men.
This was developed at Chicago, where
the first station was established. At
first 16 young men and 16 young women
were employed: the latter outstripped
the former from the very start.
Now, nearly all the employes at the
various stations are young women.
They excel men in that they are more
careful, more apt tolearn, and are quick-
er and more deft in handling the mic-
roscope. They also seem to be quicker
in the eye thsn men when Iooking
through these instruments. The work
