THE MARCH OF LIBERALISM IN NOVA
SCOTIA.

‘We showed yesterday and on Tuesday
the extreme absurdity of the Telegraph’s
claim that Liberalism was marching
onward in New Brunswick, and proved
our position by the figures of 1880 and of
1891, and also by the immense popular
majority givem to the Conservative
candidates at the recent election. But
the claim of the silly Telegraph that
Liberalism is marching on was not
confined to New Brunswick but extend-
ed toNova Scotia also. To prove the
absurdity of this claim it is only nec-
cesary to show the result of the general
elections, in 1882 and iu 1891. In 1882
the Liberals elected 8 members in Nova
Scotia and the Conservatives 13 members.
In 1891 the Liberals elected only 5 mem-
bers while the Conservatives elected 16
members; thus the Conservative majority
in that Province rose from 5in1882to
1Iin1891. The Conservatives in 1891
gained four seats, viZ. Annapolis,
Antigonish, Lunenburg and Shelburne
that were carried by the Liberals in 1882.
The Liberals in 1891 gained but oneseat,
Kings, that was held by the Conserva-
tives in 1882, Butitis when we come
to majorities that the character of the
Liberal march since 1882 becomes most
apparent. In Colchester the Conserva-
tive mojority was 432 in 1882, 'in 1891 it
was 803. In Cape Breton the Conserva-
tive majority rose from 113 in 1882 to
665 in 1891. In Halifax the Conserva-
tive majority in 1882 was 65;in 1891 it

was 1013, The following official return

The Arrest of Two Men, Apparently
Tramps—Some Particulars of Their
Wanderings.

Last night sheriff Wm. F. Reed de-
