Before midnight, after burning fiercely 
for two hours the fire was gotten under 
control.

Bullman Bros, lost a magnificent litho­
graphing plant besides their new pre­
mises. Their insurance amounted to 
$70.000, and. their loss to $140,000. The 
splendid stock of G. E. EM lis & Co., 
valued at $30,000, was wiped out, half 
insured. Kyle Cheesebrough’s loss will 
be $15.000.

The loss in the Ashdown building will 
be in the neighborhood of $400,000, the 
stock alone being worth $300,000. The 
insurance on this was light, although it 
was considerably added to a few months 
ago. So far as could be learned, it 
amounted to $75.000 on the stock and; 
$40,000 on the building. The loss in such 
n business is by no means confined tcxfbe 
dollars of value destroyed; the blow to 
business, the disorganization, the vahiaw# 
time lost, all tend to make the loss most
severe.

Mr. J. H. Ashdown, president of the 
company, is absent" from the city, having 
gone south to St, Louis to meet Mrs. 
Ashdown on her return from the south.

The Bullman block was insured in 
about twenty different companies. The 
firm had $12,500 on the machinery, $10,« 
000 on stones, aluminum and copper 
plates and $15,000 on stock. The build­
ing was covered to the extent of $25,000, 
making a total of $62,500. The Hingston, 
Smith At ms Co. carried $39,500 on 
stock, tools and fixtures. Hyndman & 
Co. had about $8,000 insurance on stock. 
The Woodbine is fully insured.

At 3.30 o’clock this morning, the 
flames burst out afresh from- the ruins 
of Ashdown's store on Main street, and 
for a few minutes threatened1 the ad­
jacent buildings on the north side. Sev­
eral streams were turned- on, and in a 
few minutes the flames were subdued.

The following is a preliminary estimate 
of the losses sustained by the leading 
victims of last night’s fire. The list is 
not official, as many of the owners could 
do little but give an approximation, and. 
in many cases the insurance could not 
be learned:

15 years, of Ravensdale, was killed and 
his brother, Richard Dubigk, aged 13 
years, seriously injured by the accidental 
discharge of a shotgun near Ravensdale 
yesterday afternoon shortly before 1 
o’clock.

•With Charles Mattâini and Henry 
Scblotman the Dubigk boys were out 
hunting. After tramping about the woods 
all morning the young boys sat down on 
the railroad track near Covington, a 
small station just west of Ravensdale. 
A shotgun was resting on Mattaini’s lap, 
and Richard Dubigk, who was seated 
next to him, grasped the gun by the 
muzzle and pulled it toward him. The 
trigger caught in Mattini’s watch chain 
and the gun exploded.

Frank Dnbigk, who was seated next 
to Richard, was instantly killed. The 
shot struck in the head and shoulders, 
almost decapitating liim. Part of the 
contents qf the cartridge struck Richard 
in the arm near the left shoulder. He 
may lose the arm.

Coroner Hoye made a thorough inves­
tigation of the accident and has decided 
that no inquest is necessary.

SERIOUS FIGHTING>
Shanghai, .Oct. 11.—The British minis­

ter, Sir Ernest Sa tow, has notified the 
Chinese minister of foreign affairs of an 
uprising in Tamingsu and Chantefu, on 
the border of Shan Tung Chili and 
Honan provinces. The uprising has 
10,000 adherents. The foreign mission­
aries are seeking refuge.

Yuen Shan Kai, viceroy of the prov­
ince of Chili, has given orders for the 
suppression of the uprising. Dangers 
are apprehended in the province of 
Honan, where the officials are presumed 
to be ultra conservative.

Negro Sorcerer Killed a Child and Cut 
Up Body.

Kingston, St. Vincent, Oct. 12.—Bar­
barous superstition which prevails among 
a portion of the people of West Indian 
Islands is the basis of a. ghastly and ex­
traordinary crime that has come to light 
in the island of St. Luci. The finding of 
heart and hands of a white child in the 
possession of an Obiman (a negro 
sorcerer) led to the discovery that the 
child had been murdered uadi the body 
mutilated in order that the superstitions 
natives might, through possession of por­
tions of the body, be able to work spells.
