Tuey are arranged su as to leave a cen-
tral aisle about five feet wide, and two
[ narrow side aisles. A kneeling-cushion
13 provided for each chair and there is,
therefore, no excuse for the slovenly
class of worshippers who sit, stand o1
kueel during Divine Service, as then
convenient indifference may suggest.

The Chancel is, however, the attrac
tive feature of the Church. It issepar
ated from the nave by a black ash roou
screen and is, I should think, ove:
twenty feet wide and between thirey
and thirty-ive deep. The choir-seats
are of ash, ranged in the usual form, o
cither side, immediately within the
Chancel. The latter is elevated three
steps above the floor of the nave anu
the Altar is placed on a foot-pace fom
steps above the main Chancel fluor.
The Altar is large and well furnished.
[t has a dosel surmounted by a canopy
placed some fifteen feet above the floor.
The dosel is of needle-work and, in
many respects, assists one in forgetting
that the church has no east window.
Ou the Altar are six large and two
small candlesticks, which are noticeable
features of its furnitnre and in harmon)
with the other surroundings.

The organ is one made by Messrs,
Hook & Hustings, who built that in St.
Mary’s, Chathuw, and it is placed in
the orgau lofvin the west end, the of-
ganst having a view of the chuncel by
weans of & wirror placed over the key-
board.

This church has, for some time, been
an object of special iuterest to St. John
people, as it is the ontgrowth of a de-
sire among & number of members o1
the Cuurch of Eunglgud, for a higher
service of worship than auny of the ex-
1sting churches afford. Members of
St. Paur’s (the Valley) ch el were the
chiet movers in the matter, Miss Hazen
alone giving 810,000, ouc of some $15,-

JUDGE CuX S CHARGE.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 25.

Judge Cox at 315 p. m. proveeded t
leliver his charge to the jury. He c¢om
menced by saying that the Counstitutiod
provides in all criminal prosecations thai
the accused shall enjoy the right of «
speedy and pub.ic trial, by an impartis
jury, in the state or district where th
crime shall be committed ; that he shau
be infornield of the cause and nature o,
the accagation against-him ; that he shal
e confronted with the witnesses agains

1im , that he shall have compulsory proces:
to obtain withesses in his favour and tha
e shall huve the assistance of counsel i
nis def zuce,

These provisious were made for the pro-
section of the inuocent from injustice auu
'ppression, aud it was only by their faith
tul observance that guilt or inuocenc.
could be fairly ascertained. Every ac-
:used person was presumed to be inuoeen.
wll the accusation was proved. Witi
what difficulty aud trouble the law ha
been administered in the present case, th.
jurors have heen daily witnesses, It was.
wwever, & consolation to think that no
e of these sacred gnarantees of the Con
stitution ha | been broken in the case o
he accused.

At last the long chapter of proof was
ended, the task of the advocate was doue
and it now rested with the jory to deter
mine the issue between public justice aud
che prisouer at the bar.  No ove could fee
mwre keeuly than himselt the responsibil
ity of his duties, aud he felt he could ovidy
discharge them by‘cluse adherence to the
1w as laid dowa by its highest authorit
s, Bufure proceeding further he wuheu
w

The prisuner had frequently taken occa
siou to proclaim that public opiniou a

‘L'hat did wot mean, how-
ever, that the Government had to prove
auy ill-will or hatred on the pant of the
accused toward the deceassd. Wienever
a homicide was shown to bave béen &om
witted without lawful anthority, ind with
ieliberate intent, it was sutlic.encly
proved to have been doue with malie
aforethought ; and malice was nov dis
proved by showing that the accused had
uo personal 1l fechng to the deceaged, and
that te killed him from other m&?n'es, a
for iustance, robbery, or through unnstak-
ing him for another, or, as claimed in thi:
case, “'to produce a pubhic Denetit,”

It it could be shown thav the killing oc-
curred in the heat of passion or under
provocation, theo it would appear that
there was no premeditated atienpt. sud
therefore, no malice or forethought, and
that would reluce the crime to man-
slaughter. It was hardly necessary, how-
ever, to say that there was

NOTHING OF THE KIND

in the present case. The jury wounld have
to say cither that the defendant was gnilty
of murder or that he was innocent., In
order to constitute the crime of murder,
the assassin must have a reasonable mind;
in technical terms he must be *‘of sound
mind, memory and discretion.” ‘An irre-
sponsibly insaue man could not commit
murder.

If be was laboring under a disease of
the mental f.culties to such an extent that
he did not kitow what. he was doing, or
did not know it was wrong, then he was
wanting in that ‘*sound mind, memory
and discretion” that was a part of lh.e
definition of murder.  In the next place
every defendant was presumed innocent
till the accusation agaiust him was estab.

lished by proof. I. the uext place, not.
withstamling this presumption of inuo-
cence, 1t was egnally true a defendant was
prunumcd to beuue, uud to have becn so
ut the time, the crims was coamrmitted ;
