"tc., may be manured without stint; but 
- hen fruit is required, such as peas, goose* 
berries, currants, raspberries, etc., heavy 
manuring stimulates leaf growth too much
at the expense of fruit. The farmer under­
stands this principle in field crops. When 
too liberal a supply is given to wheat or 
oats to force the foliage at the expense of 
the grain, then the stems become too weak to 
stand and fall and lodge, therefoi 
at this season especially should be supplied 
with judgmeht not at random.”

their use is cruel and not based on any copi- 
mon sense principle. The position in which 
the animal is forced to carry the head is 
natural and uncomfortable, and the suffering 
they cause is clearly shown by the animal’s 
efforts to ease the strained and cramped 
muscles by throwing the head from side to 
side, and the dropping of the head as soon 
as it is removed. It may bo claimed that 
some animals are more ‘controllable when so 
checked up. This is doubtful, and certainly 
does hot apply to more than one in a thou­
sand horses on which it is used. I would 
therefore urge the society to discourage this 
cruelty as much as possible.

tary proceedings was the resolute stand 
t aken by Hon. M. Adams, member for 
Northumberland against what is known as 
the Harris land purchase in St. Johù. The 
matter came up in supply on Friday and 
Mr. Adams' speech is extensively com­
mented upon by the leading independent 
and Liberal papers of the country, while 
the government organs preserve a most 
singular silence in reference to it. The 
Montreal Star says

“Last year Parliament voted $80,000 for 
"the St. John land purchase, and this, 
with the $121,000 now being asked, brings 
up the price to the full two hundred 
thousand, which Mr. Davies says was 
valued by the former owner at $93,000.

“The Hon. M. Adams, of Northumber­
land, N. B., was the principal figure at 
the evening sitting. He made a vigorous 
kick against the Intercolonial Railway 
policy of the Government. Mr. Adams, 
it will be remembered, is tho gentleman 
who defeated the Hon. Peter Mitchell. 
Perhaps there is something in the air of 
that county, which naturally tends to de­
velop a kicker. Hie predecessor was one 
before him and list night Mr. Adams 
showed that he possessed that estimable 
gnality of a large degree.

Let the railway be 
managed on business principles, and do not 
let the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
issue their show cards and affix them to 
every public post throughout the 
country from. Halifax to Point Levi*, 
paying their commissions to men who 
are the paid servante of tho Govern­
ment of the country. Every man you have 
to-day in your employ from Halifax to Point 
Levis is advertised by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Company as the agent of the Pacific 
Railway, and not the agent of our national 
highway. Is that the way to run your 
road ? No wonder the Ontario men abuse 
us in this Parliament. No wonder I hear 
words dropping from their tongues which 
scorch and bite and make me angry when I 
hear them hurled at the Maritime Provinces.

He has been at different times 
within the past 36 years a member of the 
house of assembly of Now Brunswick, a 
member of the legislative council there, ami 
subsequently a member of the seuatc and 
also of the commons of Canada. He retired 
from the senate at the special request of 
Sir John Macdonald, an l ran for the com­
mons in the county of Northumberland, re­
deeming that constituency for th ef Conser­
vatives. In each and all of these J positions 
he has evinced a personal force andsipr 
ality unsurpassed—it may be said unequal­
led—:by any, public mau of his province. It 
is pleasing to note that after such long ami 
energetic service he retains the streugth and 
vigor of his prime. He has undoubted claims 
upon hia province and the country, and 
should these be recognized by his appoint­

Another point which tells against 
Mr. Mitchell, as a candidate for the 
governorship of New Brunswick, is the 
fact that he has been a resident of 
either Ontario or Quebec for twenty- 
tive years. It is true that he was, for 
the greater part of that time, a repre­
sentative of a New Brunswick constitu­
ency, but it is also true that his rejec­
tion at the polls in this county in 1891 
was as much because ho was a non­
resident as on account of the impracti­
cability of the paity trade policy of 
which he was the advocate. While he 
is still regarded with a very friendly 
feeling by the older men of the prov­
ince, who knew him bef-ire be left us 
for the wider field of the larger business 
aud political centres of the Dominion, 
the present-day politicians of New 
Brunswick feel that as they have to do 
all the work of tho province iu their 
line, there is no need to go to Montreal 
or elsewhere beyond our borders for 
gentlemen to fill our public offices of 
any grade.

We are all glad to learn from 
the Mail that Mr. Mitchell “still 
retains the strength and vigor ot his 
prime,” and we admit that he has 
c’airns upon the country, but his 
friends, amongst whom he has lived for 
the last quarter of a century, should 
find the reward they demand for him 
nearer home. JThey have worked con­
federation to their own advantage in 
almost everything, but we feel like 
drawing the line over which they must 
not encroach at xjuv public offices, 
from » Uie governorship downwards. 
When the liberals were in power and 
New Brunswick offices under federal 
control became vacant, there was r.o 
difficulty experienced in finding liberals 
resident in the province to fill them, and 
we fail to remember any applications by 
individual conservatives, or recom­
mendations by the press on that side for 
them.

Practical Poultry Raisin?-

BY T. A. WILLITTS, WESTON, ONT.
[Continued.]

“The annual value of the poultry and 
“eggs consumed per capita under such 
“conditions, and at these prices for sub­
sistence, is $6 44 per adult.

“Bearing in mind the relatively large 
“consumption of the product of the hen- 
“yards in the South, and perhaps in the 
“West, this may be considered at least an 
“average standard. Our present popula­
tion of about, sixty-five millions, count- 
tug two children of ten years or under 
“equal to one adult, has the Consuming 
“power of sixty million adults ; at $6.44 
“each the consumption of poultry and 
“eggs, in round figures, may therefoi в 
“come to $388,000,000 per annum. At 
“the present time this sum is equal to 
“about three times the annual value of 
“the product of pig iron, four to fiv.e 
“times the annual value of the wool clip, 
“six to seven times the value of the en- 
“tire product of all our silver mines, and 
“about equal to the value of the cotton 
“crop. But we depend for a part of our 
“supply of eggs on the lions of Canada, 
“Denmark and Holland.

“Whether this standard of the con­
sumption of poultry and eggs is a fair 
“one, each reader may judge tor himself.

“The value of the egg product only of 
‘ Ohio, competed from the product ac- 
“cording to the data collected by the as­
sessors of each town and city, is greater 
“than the value of the wool of Ohio.”

Mr. 1. K. Felch in his excellent work 
“Poultry Culture” in estimating the con­
sumption of eggs says, if each person in 
the United States were to eat one egg, 
there would be $1,000,000 worth consum­
ed at average prices ; and if each person 
were to eat an egg each day for a year, 
the consumption of that one article of food 
would amount in the aggregate to $365,- 
000,000. But some “doubting Thomas” 
wilt say that there are thousands of our 
people who do not eat an egg each day. 
Granting this to be true, we must face 
the fact that many other thousands eat 
from two to four daily, and that eggs 
enter very largely into the composition of 
many articles of food which we consume 
each day, such ai cakes, pies, salads, 
coffee, custards and puddings.

Applying the same figures to Canada, 
and estimating our population at five mil­
lions, and eggs at an average price of 20c. 
per dozen ; if each person in Canada were 
to eat an egsy' to-day, there would be 
418,666 dozen eggs consumed represent­
ing an aggregate value ot $83,333

Then if each person iti Canada were to 
eat an egg per day for a year, the con­
sumption would amount to tho enormous 
sum of $3,041,666.

It is the opinion of the largest dealers 
in table poultry and eggs in New York 
and Boston, that a constant supply of 
first-class gco.is, had a tendency to con­
stantly іпегеааз the demand, so that the 
probability of over-stocking the market is 
very remote. Mr. James Rankin who is 
probably the largest breeder of market 
ducks in America, says that yeais ago 
when he first went into the business, he 
had to go into Boston, and almost worry 
the dealers to buy his clucks, but to-day 
with a stock of twelve hundred breeding 
birds, he finds it difficult to fill his orders. 
O.her large producers bear similar testi­
mony to the demand for choice goods ; 
and commission merchants find no diffi­
culty in placing all that is offered at good 
prices ; but there is no room for poor 
goods, and no money in it for anybody 
who handles such stuff ; in Canada at the 
present time there is unfortunately very 
little else to be had, hence the low prices 
of dressed poultry.

Go on the markets of Toronto and 
Montreal at this season of the year, and 
you find little else but a lot of miserable 
scrub hens, from one to five years old, 
the refuse of poultry yards all over the 
land, too old many of them to lay, and 
others after laying all winter are sent to 
market because they are now broody and 
have ceased to lay ; verily these are tooth­
some biidi (?) for an epicure.

The British Wood Market-
[London Timber Trades Journal, May 7th.I 

“The import season may now be said 
to have commenced, the first Swedish 
cargo, the Rosenborg, having been docked 
on Thursday, and it will not be long be­
fore the first-open water fleet is here. 
Early buyers will doubtless wish the 
goods, or, at least, the unsold portion of 
them, were coming to a better market, 
but tho demand is everywhere of 
the quietest possible nature, and the tone 
of the saleroom at Messrs. Foy, Morgan, 
& Co’s, silo on Wednesday and Thurs­
day was weak. The attendance was fair­
ly good, but there were very few country 
buyers present, consequently the bidding 
was quite in keeping with the present 
state of the market, and an utter* want of 
briskness pervaded the room. The prices 
of Canadian goods, owing to the great 
shortage in the stocks, kept firm but 
flooring and matching were weak, and 
the Baltic goods remained stationary ; 
trace of improvement was noticeable. 
Pitch pine timber appeared to go low; 
there was a large quantity submitted, but 
the sizes were mostly under the average. 
The account of the stock at the Surrey 
Commercial Docks on April 30th shows 
figures approximating much more nearly 
to those of the same month last year than 
has beefl the case at any previous period 
of this year, the decrease of 24,500 stan­
dards with which the year started having 
now Ьвзп reduced to about 4,000 stan­
dards. These figures clearly point to the 
reduyd consumption going on during the 
first four months of the year, and whiah 
the weekly deliveries furnished by thi 
dock companies still indicates. Some f. 
o. b. business has been done, and trans­
actions are reporte! which show an in­
clination on the part of shippers to meet 
the views of importers either in prices, or 
in a return to the old terms of credit, or, 
with its equivalent to it, the allowing of 
two months’ discount for cash. The 
hard wood market is practically without 
alteration, but the market will be well 
tested next week, when there will be 
three public auctions of mahogany.

“VVe stated in plain language at the 
beginning of the year that we did not 
anticipate a good trade this year, and our 
expectations, we are sorry to say, have 
been verified to the very letter. Business 
is naturally a trifle better than it was a
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
