Chemical annlyses show that sugar
beets contain a lower percentage of
nutritive material than mangels, The
main difference in nutritive materitl,
however, is in connection with tha fat
and beat producing substances, sugar
beets contnining more of such subs
stances than mangels,
test the comparative value of thess
two kinds of roots for milk produe-
tion, two experiments, each with difs
forent cows, have been completed, and
the results of the two experinents
correspond so closely that they oreof
interest,

In euch experiment four cows were
used, They were selected from
the berd in the dairy depdrtment,
eare being (nken Lo relect cows a8
nearly as possible in 1he same stage
o! laciation, Afitera week's preparis
tory feeding,“during wheh all (he
cows were fed the same ration, the
rations*were changed, 'Two of the
cows were fed sixty pounds of sugar
bests per cow per day for two weeks,
then they were fed sixty pounds of
mangels per cow day for two wecks
The other two cows were fed mixLy
pounds of mangels per cow per day
during the first two weeks, and then
changed to »ixty pounds of sugar
beets per cow per day dur»
ing the mext (wo weeks. Thus
each experiment lasted four wesks,
and each cow was fed two weeks on
sugar beets. In addition to (he roots,
the cows received a meal ration
and what clover bay they wou!d eat,
each cow receiving 1.ke quaniiiies of
hay and meal. In the first experi-
ment, the meal ration consisted of
equal parts by weight of peas, bar-
ley, and oats, and each cow was fed
reven pounds of this mixture perday,
During the second experiment, each
cow was fed six pounds of bran and
two pounds of pea meal per day,

It might bave been a better test of
the relative nutritive value of these
two foods, had no meal been fed; but
the object of these experiments was
to test the influence of these foods
upon the milk fiow when fed as they
most likely would be'§tr ordinary prac.
tice, namely, in conjunction w‘thn
meal ration, This seems (o be the
main practical point at issue, and the
question in which practical men nare
most interested,

Therefore in the first trial
cow No, 1 decreased in milk (low, and
cow No. 2 increased in milk flow after
being changed from sugar beeis to
mangels; and, both ' cows.3 and 4
decreased in milkke flow after being
changed from mangels to sugar beets,
In the secon® trial, however, all the
cows gave more milk during the secs
ond two weeks than du¥ing the first
two, but the cows whichk were changed
from sugar beets to mangels made a
greater increase, on the whole, than
those which were changed from
mangels to sugar beets.

POULTRY EXPERIMENTS,

People are generally interested to
know which breed lays the most eggs,
but comparatively few people know or
think of the fact that some breed may
yield more food value in weight con.
tained in fewer eggs, than another
breed puts into a econsiderable larger
number,

The number of eggs i» only a part of
what we should know ef the egg pro-
duction, therefore, in order to be able
to judge of the relative merit of
breeds, the weight as well as Lthe num-
ber of eggs, should be known. Then,
it the amount of food consumed, is
known, the data isx al hand to deter-
mine which of the breeds have re-
turned the most for food consumed
and which one has therefors been the
most profitable food producer.

In order to collect some data on this
point, the North Carolina experiment
station made careful weights of the
egs from different yards, for the first
six mouths of last year, and found
that the heaviest eggs are from ducks,
These weigh pearly two and aquarter
pounds to the dozen, The light Brah-
ma lay the largest hen's eggs, and
these nre one and three-quarters

pounds per dozen. The lightest eggs
are from Leghorn pullets, alittle un-
