THIRTY LIVES L0ST

Assistant Engineer Is Sole Sunivor of
Steamer Wreck — Vessel
Meels Storm.

MARSHFIILD, Ore, Jan. 13.—Harry
Kentzell, first assistant engineer, is
the sole survivor of the wreck of the
iron steamer Czarina, which drove on
Coos Bay bar yesterday with a loss of
thirty lives.

Heroic but futile efforts were made
by the United States life-saving crew
and citizens of Marshfield to help tha
doomed ship’s company, several of
whom clung to the rigging all last
night, hoping for help. only to have
three fall, one after another, into th»
sea, which soon after, closed over
three others who had jumped voluae-

tarily, When the ship piled on the
rocks, Kentzell and six others took to
the rigging of the foremast. Sea after

sea dashed over. the vessel and finally '

a tremendous gea washed Kentzell and
his companions from their places.

Kentzell was swept toward and away
from land time and again until he
grabbed a piece of timber and was
slowly driven shoreward,

As he neared the beach and caught
sight of rescuers consciousness left
him and he knew nothing more until
he came to on the beach beside a big
fire, He was brought back to life after
several hours’ vigorous treatment ani
tonight is on the road to recovery.
Dawn today revealed -to ‘the watchers
on the beach six men in the rigging’
of the only remaining mast. Hope was
entertained for their rescue. The gale
did not abate., At last one of the Bixz
men dropped into the sea. Soon an-
other tumbled into the water and then
a third fell. A little later the last
three men, as if' by agreement shed
their heavier clothing and sprang into
the sea.

BLAME LAID ON DEFECTIVE
SYSTEM OF TRAIN ORDERS

Mr. Matt In His Report fo the

Attorney General Aiso Deplores

Lack of Night Operalor at New Mills.

The blame for the disaster at Nashes
Creek when three lives were sacrificed
in a head on collision is laid on the
defective system of train orders, and
the lack of a night operator at New
Mills in the report on the inquest sub~
mitted to Attorney Gen:ral Hazen by
W. A. Mott, K.C.

After ‘the wreck, in which Engineer
Morton, Fireman Smith, and .express
messenger Wm. §S. Morrison wers
killed, Mr. Mott was commissioned by
Mr, Hazen-to represent the crown at
the inquiry which was conducted by
Coroner Ferguson of Dalhousie.

On submitting his report he hriefly
recournts the above facts, with the ver-
dict rendered by the jury, which he
characterizes as the only possible one
under the circumstances, taking the
ten minute rule into consideration.
His own' view of the disaster i8 re-
flected in his statéement that he would
advise against the prosecution of Con+
ductor Morton of the freight special.
and that he thinks a conviction would
be impossible. He drew attention
sharply to the fact that had there been
a night operator at New Mills the
wreck would probably néver have oc-
curred. The next unfortunate reason
for the disaster he finds in the system
of time orders which are condemned
first because of placing too much re-
sponsibility on the crew of the freight.
and in the second place because of the
fact that it was not customary to
notify the agents whose station the
express train passed when running op
the order issued to it. If this had
been done the express would have been

stopped at Jacquet River. The differ- |

ence in time of the watches of the
train men and station agents 18 also
commented ¢n as contributing to the
wreck.

The, report is as follows:—

‘Without going into details of the evi- }

dence which is submitted for your con-
sideration, the verdict of the jury was,
in short, that Conductor Thompson
and Driver Whalen of the east-bound
special were responsible for the acci-
dent resulting in the &eath of the men
mentioned, and stated distinctly that

they were notsin sympathy with the |

As to the pro-
secution of Thompson, I think a con-
viction would be impossible, and my
own view would be against it.

There is considerable contradiction
between the witnesses in the time of
the various watches. It seems mamni-
fest that Thompson should have taken
the siding at New Mills, yet he seems
to have been making good time at that
point, and that his real aifficulty
struck him after leaving there when
Whalen’s engine fell off in speed. I
was somewhat surprised at Thomp-
son’s answer to the question I put on
his examination as to whether he
would have stopped at New Mills if
there had been a night agent: there to
enquire the whereabouts of No. 88, and
he replied that it would have made no

difference, and he would have gone on
as he figured on making Nashe's Creek
in the time he was then making.

The absence of night agents at New
Mills and Nashe’'s Creek seems to me
very material, as the Chief Despatcher

that had therée been night agents at
those places it would have been pos-
sible to have stalled Thompson at New
Mills for a cross with 33, or to have
stalled Morton on 33 at Nashes Creek
until Thompson had reached safety.

USELESS, HE SAYS

Supt. Suthertand, M. W. M. P, Here
Alter 32 Yezﬂr»s».l '

Superintendent Sutherland of the
Crooked Lakeé Indian Reservatlon, Sas~
katchewan, who was a member of the
first company of Northwest Mounted
Police ever recruited, is in town <o
sail for IEngland today by the Em-
press of Britain. He is revisiting his
birthplace for the first time in thirty-
{wo years. Mr. Sutherland enlisted 'n
the policc just thirty years ago, after
he had been in Canada for two years,
“The people who can tell you the most
about Indians,” said Superintendent
Sutherland last evening, ‘‘are those
who have hustleé through Canada on
a C. P. R, train. Those who have
spent half a lifetime or more among
them invariably confess their ignor-
ance.

~I have lived among the Indians on
a government reservation for the past
i 22 years, and I have it to say that
! they are in many ways a mystery to

me, For example, there are at least 15
! husky young Indians on my reserve
who wear better clothes than I do, and
never want for a thing, about whose
means of livelihood I know absolutely
nothing. They raise nothing, and havé
nothing to sell. They have never done
a day’s work in their lives, and yet
they live like fightingcocks.

“Qur Indians have altogether too
many schools,’”” said Superintendent
i Sutherland, when asked as to the edu-
,catlona] equipment of the reservation
people, !

“An ‘educated’ Indian is absolutely
of no use. Their fathers and mothers
work and are thrifty, but when the
young people come home from the
schools, they are far above work, and
their parents encourage them in it
They think that their boys are every
bit as good as white men, and there-
fore cannot bear to see them soil their
hands.”

POLICEMEN WANT
TIME T CONSIDER

Ald, Belyea Present; Scheme 10 Secure
Reiting Allowaqcas.

At the meeting of the Common Coun-
cil this afternoon Ald. Belyea will move
that steps be taken to establish a sys-

tem under which retiring allowances
may -be given the policemen. Ald.
Belyea briefly outlined his scheme at
the meeting of the Treasury Board
yesterday, and at seven o'clock last
evening, after ‘‘roll call »? at Central
Station, laid. his proposal before the
policemen.

Ald. Belyea takes as granted that the
policemen will have their pay increased
95 cents. per day. (e proposes that
half of this increase be held by the
city, to be paid to the policemen on
severing their connection with the
force by resignation or honorable ‘dis-
charge. Before the Treasury Board
yesterday Ald. Belyea stated that there
was a feeling among the citizens that
a system of this kind was to be pre-
ferred to one under which policemen
were kept on the force after their use-
fulness was past.

1t was suggested that such a system
should not apply to the Police Depart-
ment only, but to all branches of the
civie service, Ald. Belyea replied that
a start would have to be made some-
