It was true the Empire, like all
others, had enemies within its own
borders and it rested upon each son
and daughter of the Empire to wheth-
er the nation should be 16T to fulfill
its mission or go down to destruction
as had Empires of earlier days. She
was the mother of freedom and the

The previous big ‘seizure of liquors
here was when the inspectors grab-
bed a carload of choice brands being
shipped' out as fish. This lot was
consigned to Boston parties. Satur-||
day night's consignment, about two
hundred cases, valued at $8,000, wus
being shipped as dry €oods, The whis.
key was packed {n large cases, such
as are used in shipping dry goods,
which were consigned to the Universal
Garment Co., and.the Toronto Cloth-
ing Co., both of Toronto, Ont. The
bottles were labelled “Dewar’s Special
Liqueur.”

The shipment first attracted the
attention of Special Inspector Ryan,
of the C.N.R., when it was in a car
of way freight about to leave the lc-
cal freight yard. “Sandy’ Crawford's)
forces were notified and were quickly
on hand to take charge of things.
