Famed Physician Who Had Practiced Seventy
Years in St. John

A Prominent ngure Since He Graduated from Edinburgh
University in Year When Queen Victoria Was Crowned--
End Came About 6 0’ Clock Tuesday Evening--Review of a

Life Well Spent.

THE LATE DR. BAYARD.

After nearly a century of honored and
useful life, Dr. William Bayard passed
away Tuesday evening about 6.15 o’clock
at his home in Germain street. His health
kad been gradually failing for the last year,
but much more rapidly during the past
two months. Late on Monday night he
was geized with spasms in the chest and at
t o'clock Tuesday morning Dr. P. R. Ifches
was called in. L

At that time Dr. Inches says that Dr.
Bayard was very weak and was fully con-
vinced he was dying. Dr. Inches pre-
scribed for his old friend and neighbor and
visited the house again during the fore-
noon and found his aged patient a little
brighter, although seriously ill.

Dr. Inches, about 6 o'clock, was sum-
moned hurriedly again into the house and
found Dr. Bayard in a dying condition, he
having been suddenly seized with a violent
recurrence of the spasms around his heart.
The dying physician was fully conscious of
his surroundings up to within five minutes

of the end, and spoke frequently to those

around him, and answered questions.
Although Dr. Bayard had been in feeble
health for the past year, he frequently
drove out to see some of his patients and
received others for consultation ia his of-

Honored oﬁ 70.h Auniversary.

On Aug. 1 last, the sev§atieth anniver-
sary of his entry into the tedical profes-
slon was fittingly celebrated. 'he mem-
bers ot the st. John Medical Society here
presented an address to the venerable phy-
sician cn what they truly described as a
unique cvent in the history of the profes-
sion.

' 1e University of Edinburgh, Dr. Bay-
a d’s alma mater, through Prof. D. L. Cun-
. ingham, dean of the faculty of medicine,
also sent an address which was read at the
same time by Dr. Thomas Walker. In this
it was mentioned that Dr. Bayard, as far
as known, was the oldest living graduate
of that seat of learning. The most signal
honor paid to the aged physician, however,
was wien the combined faculty of Kdin-

burgh conterred upon him the honorary !

degree of LL. D. in absentia.

Besides these, testimoniale of the high
esteem in which the nestor of the profes-
gion was held were received from many
outside points far and near. Dr. Chis-
holm, president of the Maritime Medieal
Association, sent an address and a poeti-
cal tribute, and Dr. 1. W. Doherty, of
Rexton (N. B.), who next to Dr. Bayard
was then the oldest registered physician 1n
New Brunswick, sent a letter full of the
warmest congratulations on the event and
expressing appreciation for the high char-
acter of Dr. Bayard.

‘I'he medical profession of St. John and
vicinity will meet in the rooms of the Medi-
cal Society this afternoon at 5 o'clock, to
take action in reference to Dr. Bayard’s
death.

Dr. William Bayard was born in Kent-
ville (N. 8.), Aug. 21, 1814. He was there-
fore in his ninety-fourth year. He was a
son of the late Dr. Robert Bayard. He
was a descendant of the famous Chevalier
de Bayard, the krench knight who flour-
ished from 1475 to 1524, -and who is known
i song and story as the knight “sans
peur et sans reproche,” a phrase which to-
day is used as a motto on the Bayard
coat of arms.

There is a tradition that the founder of
the Bayard family in New England was a
Huguenot preacher who fled from France
on account of religious persecution and
gettled there when the country was still
known as New Amsterdam. One of these
early American Bayards removed to Eng-
Jand, where he founded the branch of the
family to which the late Dr. Bayard be-
longed.

Colonel Samuel Vetch Bayard, the grand-
father of Dr. Bayard, was a distinguished
officer in the English army. He had three
sons, two of whom met death in the ser-
vice of lngland. The third, Dr. Robert
Bayard, held a commission in the British
army as lieutenant, but gave it up to fol-
low the profession of medicine. e gradu-
ated from Edinburgh in 1809. After his
graduation he had a brilliant career for a
time as professor of obstetrics in the Uni-
versity of New York. On the breaking
out of the war of 1812, however, he was
given the alternative of taking the oath of
allegiance or leaving -the -country. He
chose the latter and made his way to
Portland (Me.), sailing from there -in an
open boat and arriving in this city in May,

John to spend the remainder of his life.
He died in June, 1868, aged eighty-one
years. e

Dr. William Bayard received his primary |
education in Fordham (N. Y.), under Rev. |
William Powell, a noted preceptor. He!
was afterwards under the private tuition
of Dr. Valentine Mott, of New York, at-!
tending medical lectures at the college at |
the same time. From New York he pro-|
ceeded to Edinburgh University, graduat- |
ing M. D. on Aug. 1, 1837. |

After a few months spent on the con-|
‘tinent visiting some of the principal heepi-
tals, Dr. Bayard returned to. this city,

Miss Ada Bayard, who made her home
with him and who was present at his
death bed. Besides her he leaves a large
number of relatives. in England, among
Mrs.
Sarah Bayard, of Rockley, Hants. A niece,
Lady Nicholson, wife of Admiral Nichol-
son, a nephew, and Reginald Bayard, who
holds a commission in the Buffs, in the
imperial service.

In many a home the news of Dr. Bay-
ard’s death will be learned with sorrow.
The arrangements for his funeral have not
been completed.

Dr. Bayard’s great professional ability was
fully recognized by his brother practition-
ers, and there is hardly a city or large
town in any of the three maritime prov-
inces where he has not been called in to
consult on delicate cases.

During his long and honorable career he
won and retained not only the respect and
esteem of his confreres in medicine, but
also of the general public.

Father of the 8t. John Hospital.

It is mainly due to his energy and phil-
anthropic spirit that the General Public
Hospital in this city was built. He strong-
ly felt the need of such an institution and
tried to stir up the city authorities to take
action in the matter. For some reason or
another, however, he received no encour-
agement from that quarter. Nothing daunt-
ed, however, by the cold reception with
which his echeme had been met, Dr. Bay- |
ard next employed  a ldwyer to draft an!

For many years after the hospital was
built, Dr. Bayard acted as chairman of
the board of commissioners and his strong

good sense and professional ability were of

great benefit in the conduct of affairs. In
1855, just after the passing of the Sanitary
Act, Dr. Bayard was appointed by the
government chairman of the St. John
board of health, and .in this position his
services were of great benefit to the pub-
lic. He had also been chairman of the
provincial board of health. He was elected
four times to the presidency of the New
Brunswick Medical Society, an office
which he resigned in 1881. He was presi-
dent of the Council of Physicians and
§nrgenus from 18381 till he resigned in
1835, He was also coroner of the city for
twenty-eight yvears. He was president of
the Canadian Medical Association in 1893.

During the great cholera visitation Dr.
Bayard did wonderful work in earing for
the afflicted and stamping out the disease.

Among the multifatious duties of his life
Dr. Bayard found time to act for several
years as the New Brunswick editor of the
Montreal Medical and Surgical Journal to
which he contributed many articles of
value. He also delivered many public lee-
tures upon medical subjects, the most
noted being that on the Usc and Abuse of
Alcoholic Drinks, delivered before  the
Medical Society and one given in the
Mechanies’ Institute upon The Progress
of Medicine, Surgery and Hygiene during
the last 100 years.

In 1848 Dr. Bayard married Miss Susan
Maria Wilson, daughter of John Wilson, |
of Chamcook (N. B.), formerly a large
shipowner and merchant, and one of the
promoters of the St. Andrews & Wood- !
stock Railway. Mrs. Bavard died in 1876,
leaving no children. She was a woman of
beautiful character and spent much of her
time looking after the poor and unfor-
tunate. She was a frequent visitor to the
Home for Aged Women, -the Protestant
Orphan Asylum and other eharitable in-
stitutions.

The
English market wanted a smooth, round,
small tomato. The retailers found these
the most profitable variety as they were
sold by the pound. The same thing ap-
plied to apples, which are also sold by
| the pound.

Mr. Ruddick argued that the retailer is
even of more importance than the con-
!eumer, as, if he cannot make a profit on
the goods he will not push them. There-
fore, if the apples are so large the pound
cannot be easily weighed he will re-
fuse to handle them. But while it is im-
possible to ship peaches or tomatoes to
Kngland Mr. Ruddick is convinced that
a ready market could be found for pears,
which he says are exported in too small
! quantities as any amount more could be
| readily sold. Mr. Ruddick returned to Ot-

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BRITAIN MAY TAKE
A HAND IN PERSIA

Russia leély to join Her in
Shah--Germany May Prove

Pacifyihg Revolt Against the
a Stumbling Block--Persian

Parliament Appeals to the World Against Sovereidn
Throwing Away Constitution.

London, Dec. 17—The crisis in Persia
has been receiving the attention of the
British and Russian foreign offices for
some time past, the official advices from
Teheran having pointed out the serious-
ness of the situation. Immediate attention
was demanded, and the two governments
already have decided upon joint action to
settle the differences between the Shah
and parliament and to prevent the trouble
which is threatened throughout the coun-
try. In this they hope to be given a free
hand and they rely upon the repeated as-
surance of Prince Von Buelow, the Ger-
man chancellor, that Germany’s interests
in Persia are not political but purely com-
mercial.

At the present time the governments of
Great Britain and Russia are in a particu-
larly good position %o settle the constitu-
tional question in Persia, British influ-
ence being paramount with the deputies
who credit Great Britain’s agents with
the inauguration of the campaign which
led to the institution of parliament while
the present Shah, both before and since
he ascended the throne, has always look-
ed to Russia for advice and help in emer-
gencies. The Russian and British embas-
sies in Teheran, thus having the confi-
dence of the two parties, are working in
bharmony with each other in an endeavor
to arrange a settlement, and according to
the latest official advices from Persia their
efforts are meeting with some success.

Should intervention to prevent an up-
rising become necessary it is realized that
the project would have to be carefully
censidered in order not to interfere with
the interests of other powers, but, to use
the words of an official of the foreign
office, “there will be no shirking of the re-
sponsibilities undertaken when the Anglo-
Russian agreement has been, signed.” Rus-
sia might be called upon tb move troops
across the frontier, but, only in extreme
necessity, such as for the protection of
foreigners or their property. Within her
sphere of influence Great Britain would
land troops, relying upon the presence of

ber warships in the Persian Gulf to over
awe anybody.”

In the contemplation of trouble, the
officials cannot comprehend any power ob-
jecting to these measures, arguing that
they would tend to the protection of not
only the commercial interests of Great
Britain and Russia, but those of all na-
tions.

Persian Parliament Manifesto.

Teheran, Dec. 17—Speaking on behalf of
the nation, the Persian parliament has is-
sued a manifesto to the world. The pres-
ent constitutional crisis is explained and
an appeal for assistance ie made in the
document. The manifesto whick was dis-
tributed to the foreign legations and co.
sulates here this afternoon, says: ‘“When
the affairs of the empire had fallen into a
hopeless state the nation saw its only sal-
vation in constitutional government. The
late Shah granted a constitution, and the
reigning Shah confirmed it, but persons
who, under the despotic reigme, were ac-
customed to oppress the people, misled
our young sovereign into the belief that
the constitution was the cause of the pres-
ent troubles. The nation wants to do.
nothing that will disturb peace, but in
view of the attack of the reactionary mé&m-
bers of the government, it will defend the
constitution, its only hope, to the utmost.

‘“‘By means of this manifesto the Persiar
nation makes known to all legations ami\
foreign diplomatic representatives the act-

them that the sovereigh is violating his
covenant with the people. It makes this
announcement to all the nations of the
world, convinced that they will show
brotherly- love to the 10,000,000 Persians
and mot allow their rights to be trodden
under foot.”

The negotiations between the Shah and
Parliament have up to the present time
been without result. Today the members
of the old cabinet are holding a council in
the palace. The post office and all the_
shops in 'leheran are closed, and no news-
papers have been published today.

A 0. APPLEBY IS
SENT UP FOR TRIAL

Hearing in Case Brought by Morrisey
& Emery—Bank Officials on the
Stand.

Hearing in the case brought against
Allen O. Appleby, proprietor of the Spoon
Island quarries, by Morrisey & Emery,
stonecutters, on charge of stealing $300,
the amount of. a note, was concluded Wed-
nesday afternoon and Judge Ritchie an-
nounced his infention of sending the de-
fendant up for trial. He was remanded
until arrangements for bail could be made.

In the morning John Morrisey gave evi-
dence. He said the note in question was
signed by the witness and endorsed by
Appleby. It was for $300 and was an ac-
commodation note. The witness had paid
$100 more than he owed to Appleby, who
was to pay $200 on the note, the witness
and his partner to pay the other $100. He
had not received anything for the $300
note, which fell due on Dec. 10. On Dec.
5 he met Appleby, who said he was not
prepared to take up his end of it. He
spoke about renewing the note, whereupon
the witness asked him where he would
come in when the renewal came due. Ap-
pleby said by that time he would be in a
position to look after the note.

The witness said he accepted a draft
which Appleby was to get discounted. The
first note came due in the Bank of New
Brunswick, west side. Appleby said he
would take the draft to the Bank of Brit-
ish North America and have it discounted.
The discount was to be paid by Appleby,
who was to bring the proceeds to the wit-
ness on Dec. 7. He saw him on the 6th
inst., when Appleby said the ledger keeper
did not have his book ready, and so he
did not have the money. s

On the morning of the seventh, the wit-
ness waited for Appleby from 9 o’clock
to 11.35. He has not since received the
proceeds of the draft. On Dec. 10 he con-
versed with Appleby over the long distance
telephone and Appleby said he was coming
to the city to see about the note. He
asked the witness to ring the bank up to
hold the note over a day, but the witness
refused. He was to meet the witness at
8 o'clock that night or 9 o’clock next morn-
ing, but Appleby failed to show up on
either occasion. The note was dishonored.

On cross-examination the witness said
Appleby did business in Hampstead. The
witness had received a letter from the de-
fendant on Dec. 11 referring to his in-
debtedness and was proposing that he
should deed over his interests in the
quarry. The witness did not reply to the
letter, nor did he see the defendant since
until Tuesday. He laid the information
against the defendant on Monday after-
noon. The witness said he took no civil
proceedings to recover the amount.

Arthur P. Hazen, manager of the Bank
of British North Americs, said the de-
fendant brought the draft for $302.50 into
the bank on Dec. 4. This draft was accep-
ted by Morrisey & Emery. The proceeds

money was drawn out in more than one
check. He had a small amount to his
credit previously. He made a check on
the day the draft was received.

Edward Emery, of Morrisey & Emery,
said he saw Appleby on Dec. 7 at the
ferry. He told Appleby that Morrisey
wanted to see him. The defendant said
he was going to Carleton with Thomas
Larkin, but would return on the next
trip of the boat. The witness then got
Mr. Morrisey and waited for Appleby, but
they could not meet him. They went to
Carleton and searched, but ceuld not find
him.

At the afternoon session, George A.
Clark, teller of the west side branch of
the Bank of New Brunswick, was the
first witness. He identified the note given
by the firm of Appleby as the ons Appleby
had discounted in the bank on Oct. 8. The
note was still unpaid and was dishonored.

Archibald J. McQuarrie, manager of the
west side branch, testified that Appleby
had had the note discounted. After Dec.
10th witness ealled up Appleby and asked
him about the note, which was due. Ap-
pleby had seemed surprised and asked if
Morrisey and Emery had not taken up
the note.

E. S. Ritchie, who appeared for Ap-
pleby, stated that the matter was purely
a commercial one.

His honor said that he considered there
was sufficient evidence to commit Apple-
by.

J. A. Barry appeared for Morrisey &
Emery.
