‘War isa bad thing, but it is better, than
the national humiliation that would fol-
low the loss of the Indian Enipire.

The Corrapting Influences of High
Offieial Salaries

Canada is not the only country afflict-
ed by clamorous office holders. In the
United States it is proposed to double
the salaries of the President and nearly
double those of Congressmen; Sapreiné
Court Judges and some others. This
salary fever has reached Bangor, and it
is proposed to give the Mayor $1500 »a
year. The members of the State Legis-
lature are also deliberating, privately
if not publicly on the propriety
of doubling their allowances. The
Bangor Commercial very stoutly op-
poses the propesed increase. It ans-
wers the plea of increased eXpense ‘of
living by pointing out the fact that it is
the increased expense of government
that has caused it “Cut down the ex-
pense of government, and cut down tax-
ation, and you will immediately reduce
the expense of living.” - When a mem-
ber of Congress got but $8 a day for
actual service it contained men like
Webster, Calhoun, ~ Wriht, Clay and
Benton, and now, when the annual "ex-
pense to the conntry of each Congress-
man is between $15,000 and $20,000—
salary $5,000, with mileage and eon-
tingencies—Congress is overrun with'
men like Okes Ames, Brooks, Patterson;
Caldwell—men who buy their seats and

en sell their influence. The Commer-
cial, after reviewing the case, says:

Down with high salaries! They de-
bauch the public service. They demoral-
ize legislatoxs and judges. Reduce the
salaries. It will prove the most effective
_manner of driving corrupt men and
thieves out of office.” If nothing can be
plundered out of the .public treasuries,
bad men will not seek office.

Reassembling of Parliament—Queen
Victoria’s Speech.
Loxpox, Feb. 6.

The session of Parliament was reopen-
ed at noon to-day.  The members of the
House of Commons were called to the
bar of the Chamber of Peers, where the
speech from the Throne Wwas delivered,
by a Royal Commission, consisting of the
Lord Chancellor and Marquis of Ripon,
Earl .of Kimberly, Earl of Cork and
Orrery, and Viscount Sidney. Only
eighteen Peers were present, and little
interest was manifested in the proceed-
ings. The Lord Chancellor read Her
Majesty’s speech, of which the following
is a verbatim report:

My Lorps aANp GENTLEMEN—I greet
you cordially on your regssembling. for
the discharge of your momontous duties.
1 have satisfaction in announcing the
maintenance of relations of friendship
with foreign powers throughout the
world. You were informed when I last
addressed you, that steps had been taken
to prepare the way for dealing more effec-
tually with the slave trade on the east
coakt of Africa.’ I Have Yiow despatched
an envoy-to Zanzibary fariished with such
instructions as appear to be best adapted
for the attainment of the object in view.
He recently reached his place:of destina-
tion, and had entered into communication
with the Sultan. :

THE SAN JUAN BOUNDARY.

My ally, the Emperor of Germany,
who had undertaken to pronounce judg-
ment as arbiter on the line of the water
boundary, so long in dispute, under the
terms of the treaty of 1846, has decided
in conformity with the contention of the
Government of the United States that
the Haro channelpresents the line most
in accordance with the true interpreta-
tion of that treaty. I have thought it a
course most befitting the spirit of inter-
national friendship and dignity of this
country to give immediate execution to
the award by withdrawing promptly from
my partial occupation of the island of
San Juan.

THE GENEVA AWARD. i

The proceedings before the Tribunal
of Arbitration, at Geneva, which I was
enabled to prosecute, and in consequence
of the exclusion of indirect claims, pre-
ferred on behalf of the Government of
the United States, have determined in
an award which in part established and
in part repelled the claims allowed to be
relevant. You will, in due course of
time, be asked to provide for the pay-
ment of the sum coming due to the
United States under fhis award. My ac-
knowledgements are due to the German
Emperor, likewise to the Tribunal of
Geneva, for thé phins and care ~bestowed
by them on the peaceful adjustment of
controversies such as could not but im-
pede the full prevalence of international
good-will in a case where it was especi-
ally to be cherishéd.

EXTRADITION FOR CRIMINALS.

In the prosecution of a well-under-
stood and established policy, I have con-
cluded a treaty for the extradition of
ciiminals with my ally, the King of the
Belgians.

COMMERCTAL TREATY WITH FRANCE.

The Government of France during t)ie
recess has renewed its communicat’4ns
with my Government for the: purpose of
concluding a commercial treaty to replace
that of 1850, which is about to expire. In
prosecuting these communications I have
kept in view the double object of the
equitable regard to, existing . circumstan-
ces and of securing a '‘general provision
more permanent in its character and
resting on a reciprocal and equal basis
for the commercial and maritime rela-
tions of the two countries. I hope to be
enabled-within ashort period to announce
to you the final result.

THE AFGHANISTAN BOUNDARY.

It has been some years felt by the Go-
vernments of ' Russia and the United
Kingdom respectively thatit wouldbe con-
ducive to the tranquillity of Central Asia
if the two Governments should arrive at
an identity of views regarding the line
which describes the northern frontier of
the dominions of, Afghanistan. Accord-
ingly, correspondence "has passed, of
which this is the main subject; its tenor
no léss than ‘its object will, I trust, be
approved hy the public opinion of both
nations. Papers will be laid before you
with relation to 'the award, delivered
under the Treaty of Washington, to com-
mereial negotiations with France, and to
the northern frontier of the dominions of
Afghanistan.

FINANCIAL ESTIMATES:

GeENTLEMEN OF THE HOUSeE or Com-
Mons—The estimates for the coming finan-
cial year will be presented to you; they
have been formed with a view to the
efficient operation of our establishments
under the circnmstances of inconvenience,
entailed by variations of an exceptional
nature in the prices of some important
commodities.

CONDITION OF THE THREE KINGDOMS.

My LorpS AND GENTLEMEN—AIlthough
the harvest has been to some extent de-
ficient, the condition of the three king-
doms with reference to trade and com-
merce; to a sufficiency of revenue for
meeting the public charges; to a decrease
of pauperism, and to a relative amount of
ordinary crime, may be pronounced gene-
rally satisfactory.

UNIVERSITY EDUCATION IN IRELAND.

A measure will be submitted to you at
an early day for settling the question of
university education in Ireland. It will
have for its object the advancement of
learning in that portion of my dominions,
and will be formed with a careful regard
to the rights of conscience.

OTHER SUBJECTS OF IMPORTANCE.

You will ind ample occupation in deal-
ing with other legislative subjects of im-
portance, of which part have already been
under your notice in various forms at dif-
ferent periods. Among these your at-
tention will be speedily asked to the for-
mation of a supreme court of judicature,
including provisions for the trials of ap-
peals. Among the measures which will
be brought before you also are proposals
for facilitating the transfer of land, for
the amendment of our system oflocal tax-
ation, and of certain provisions of educa-
tion acts of 1870, general acts regulating
railways and canals, together with vari-
ous other bills for the improvement of the
laws.

I earnestly commend yourdeliberations
to the guidance and favor of Almighty
God.”
PROPOSED ADDRESS IN REPLY TO THE

QUEEN'S SPEECH.

In the House of Lords, among the dis-
tinguished persons present at the open-
ing of the session, were the Prince of
Wales, Duke of Edinburgh and Prince
Teck.

When the reading of the Queen’s speech
had ended, the Earl of Clarendon rose
and moved the address inreply. He con-
gratulated their Lordships on the remo-
val of the long-standing difficulties with
theUnited States. In regard to the East-
ern question he declared the Government
would deal with it in a prompt, decisive,
and at the same time dignitied manner,
because England witnesses with regret
the encroachments of Russia, whose fur-

ther movement would tend to the diminu-

tion of the harmeny which has long pre-
vailed between the two powers.

Lord Monteagle seconded the motion
for the address in a short speech.

The Earl of Derby then addressed the

House. He denied that the Government
could congratulate itself on the issue
of the San Juan and Alabama controver-
sies, and maintained that there was a
vast difference between what was con-
tended for in 1854 and the absolate sur-
renderof 187%. The effectof the Geneva
decision would be that England would
hereafter be liable for damages in mat-
ters weerein she could make 1o claim on
others.

Lord Granville defended the course of
the Government in bringing about the
settlement of the Alabama claims.
The coudition of the question which
hiad arisen concerning Central Asia did not
justify the sensational ‘telegrams which
created alarm here and elsewhere. It
was not probable that the - affair would
lead to serioms complications.

Lords Salisbury, Ripon and Cairns: fol-
lowed with a discussion on the Geneva
Arbitration. The latter held that the
rules as adopted were ambiguous and
liable to misrepresentation.

The Lord Chancellor deprecated the
course the debate had taken on this sub-
ject,.especially after the verdict had been
rendered. He defended the rules  adopt-
ed by the Geneva Board, and declared
that they should be maintained between
England and the United States, whether
other countries accepted them or not.

The Duke of Richmond objected, not
to the spirit of the compromise, but to
the fact that it had been one sided. He
observed that the speech from the throne
made no reference to the army. The
omission was specially to be regretted at
this time when desertions from the ranks
were frequent.

The .motion  for the address to the
Queen*was adopted and their Lordships
rose.

IN THE COMMONS

the address in reply to the Quaen’s speech
was moved by the Hon. Charles Lyttle-
ton, member for -East Worcestershire,
who congratulated the House and the
country on the settlement of the disputes
with the: United States. . -Although the
decision’ was unfavorablé to -England,
there was not the slightest ground for
impugning the judgment of the Geneva
Arbitrators or the German Emperor. No
nation should be slow to follosy England’s
example.

. Mr. William Stone, member for Ports-
mouth, seconded the motion. ¢

Mr. Disraeli rose and was loudly cheer-
ed. He had heard with alarm many
things in the royal speech; he would not
in the slightest degree criticise the sov-
ereign and the arbitrators who had given
awards adverse to England; he had ap-
proved of the negotiations at Washing-
ton, but could not but condemn ‘the pro-
spective rules adopted. The Government
pretended that they had followed Palmers-
ton, but that statesman would never have
placed Englahd in Such a dangerous and
undignified position. The Geneva judg-
ment showed that the Government was
totally wrong, = What.would be its effect
on the future position of the country?
What was the scope of the term ¢ due
diligence?” Was it in accord with our
municipal law, or, as the Arbitrators
said, such as to totally prohibit? The

evil complained of was that England was’

absolutely bomnd to stop vessels violat-
ing the neutrality laws, whether suspect-
ed or not. In the case of a commissioned
vessel, that would be an act of war in-
volving us in hostilities immediately.
The Washington Treaty bound the Gov-
ernment to adopt new laws and urge
them on other countries. Did the Gov-
ernment intend to. adopt its.own inter-
pietation ‘or that of the Geneva Bourd?
These were the most important questions.
They involved the highest interests, and
the honor of England. He did not ques-
tion the Crown’s prerogative to negoti-
ate treaties, but he objected to a treaty
which compelled the alteration of our
municipal law. Mr. Disraeli next turned
his attention to the paragraph in the
Queen’s speech concerning the negotia-
tions with Russia for the preservation of
peace .in. Central Asia. - He hoped the
papers on this subject, which the Gov-
ernment had promised to lay before the
House, would be full and satisfactory.
Should Russia attempt to seize Constan-
tinople and conquer India, she would and
mfist be resisted. He hoped that diplo-
macy would settle the question, but war
must, if necessary.

Mr.
Government’s foreign policy, which was
involving the country in new and serious
complications. The Geneva decision was
one-sided and humiliating. He hoped the
case was an exceptional one, and, as
such, was to be accepted by force of ne-
cessity.

Bernard Osborne condemned the arbi-
tration, but believed the less said about
it the better.

He thought that the result
might have been obtained without. sacri-
fice and humiliation.

Hon. Charles White upheld the Govern-
ment and denounced certain. Liverpool
parties who preferred private gain to pub-
lic honor.

Shipping Notes.

Sir Edward Thornton, the British
Minister at Washington, has forwarded
to the Collector at Boston a very costly
gold chronometer, ‘to he presented to
Captain Oswald Miller, of the ship Agra
of Boston, in recognition of his humanity
to the crew of the British ship Coringa in
May, 1872. :

The new ship Edgar, of Yarmouth, N.
S., Brown, master, 1,116 tons register,
arrived at New York on the 7th inst., 8
days from Yarmouth. She proceeds from
thence to Savannah to load for a port in
the United Kingdom or Continent.’

The bark Richard Pearse, of Windsor,
N. $., Bartaby, master, arrived at New
York on the 7th inst., 11 days from Milk
River, Ja. Had fine weather during the
entire passage.

The brig Lily, of Windsor, N. S., Ryan,
master, at New York on the 7th inst., 11
days from Matanzas, had fine weather up
to lat. 30; from thence she experienced
strong N. W. and N. E. gales.

The ship Jessore, before reported
abandoned at sea on her passage from
New York to Liverpool, registered 965
tons, was built at Windsor, N. 8., in
1870, from whence she hailed. Her cargo
consisted of 29,450 bushels-of corn, 1,500
barrels of flour, 72,000 staves, 215 logs
cedar and 249 barrels rosin.

Telegraphic advices to Messrs. Turn-
bull & Co., report the safe arrival of the
brig Annie Barker, Innes, master, at Sa-
vannah on the 10th inst., 10 days from
Havana. The A. B. has been chartered
for this port at $11.

The brig Ottawa loaded with grind-
stones, which has been adrift in the ice at
the head of the Bay for some time, was
boarded on the 9th inst. by Capt’s Wm.
and Warren Copp, and two others, who
have her in charge and will probably
manage to get her to this port. The Ot-
tawa and her cargo are owned by Messrs.
Read, Stevenson & Co., of Rockport, and
Boston, and valued at $15,000. The sal-
vors will make a handsome thing out of
their prize.

The bark Helen Marion, Bulmer, mas§
ter, arrived at Buenos Ayres,from Pictou,
prior to the 23rd Dec. She was yellow
metalled at the latter port and fitted for
an Bast India voyage and will proceed
from River Plate to a rice port in India to
load for the United Kingdom or Conti-
nent.

The bark Emma F. Secor, Coonamn,
master, now. at'Warete, River Plate, has
been chartered for a voyage similar to the
Helen Marion.

The brigt. Julia A. Merritt, Hindon,
mas ter, which arrived at Cienfaegos on
the 26th ult., has been chartered to load
molasses at that port for George S. De-
Forest.

The mail steamer Erie with Montevideo
mails of the 13th December, which sailed
from Rio Janiero 26th Dec., has been de
stroyed by fire about 90 miles from Per-
nambuco. Mails all destroyed.

Brigt. Emily”Raymond, Sulis, master,
was loading sugar at Matanzas for Balti-
more, 31st ult.’

The schooner R. A. Ford, Carpenter,
master, which -arrived a$ this port on
Saturday with flour from Portland, while
attempting to make the Market Slip, col
lided with the ship Lightning lying at
Robertson’s wharf, cargying away her
(the R. A. Ford’s) maintopmast.

Portlaud Town Council.

Last eveming Councillor Jarvis was
called to the chair. A petition was re-
ceivéd from Bryan and Susan Gilbraith,
of Simonds, setting forth that they had
suffered severe loss by the burning of
their house and all their property, and
praying the Council for relief. The Coun-
cil received the petition, but as they are
not an' insurance company, altheugh a
prominent insurance agent occupied the
chair, they declined to give relief.

Coun. Austin, from the committee to
whom was referred the communication of
Mr. Hegan, giving to the Council fo1
charitable purposes the $50 paid to him
for loss of his dog; J. D. McDonald’s
petition asking the return of said money;
and Messrs. Pugsley, Crawford &
Pugsley’s bill for prosecuting the dog
case, reported that the money be handed
to the P1esident of the Industrial School,
the thanks of the Council be tendered Mr.
Hegan, and the other gentlemen informed
that nothing could be done for them.

The Street Committee reported that
they had made a compromise with
Messrs. Hogan & Co., by paying them
$126. The firm had given a release of all
claims against the Town. Messrs.
Hogan & Co. had brought an action to
recover damages from an overflow of a
sewer.

The Treasurer submitted his accounts,
showing the total amount of receipts for
the year to have been $29,291.71, and ex-
penditure for the same time, $27,302.96,
leaving a balance on hand; Dec. 21st,
$1,988.75. The amount paid on steam
fire engine was $5,806.37, leaving
$3,643.63 to the credit of the fire ac,
count. :

The amount of taxes for Town pur-
poses uncollected at the end of the year
was $14,043,75, and $16,478,52 is the
amount uncollected on the School Assess-
ment. The accounts of the Treasurer
were on motion handed to the Auditors.

Messrs. Alex. Duff and Johm Polley
were appointed to audit the accounts of
the School Trustees.

The Bye-Law Committee was request-
ed to drott bills to allow the balance of
fire debentures to go towards the New
Engine House; to authorize the Council
to pull dewn buildings that were a nuis-
ance or dangerous to life; and to alter
the section of the Act of Incorporation,
which refers to the election of Council-
lors.
