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Il is hoped and believed, that the attentien of many careless ones 
will be arrested, and much good done by this novel agency.

The Upper Canada Bible Society is also pursuing its work vigor­
ously. Its receipts for the year prior to its last Annual Meeting, 
show a very considerable advance on the preceding year, while the 
Report supplies many cheering facts in reference to Bible work in 
this land.

The signs of the times, and the aspect of the cause in which wo 
are engaged, justify a cheerful courage and a large faith, while 
they call on God’s people to redouble their efforts and prayers that 
the Word of the Lord may have free course and be glorified, until 
it shall become a household book, and a heart treasure all over the 
world.
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
