of mission study, including biography, fields,

and other related matter. Special missionary

services, the circulation of missionary litera-

ture (and there is a perfectly astonishing

wealth of good and suitable books on various

aspects of missions, some written specially for

boys and girls, and a great deal besides quite

within their capacity), training in systematic

giving to missions—all these things should

enter into the normal life of the Sunday

school. It should be the ideal of every Sunday

school to become a living, burning missionary

centre, never forgetting, of course, in its

enthusiasm for the wider enterprises of the

Church, the opportunity of practical missionary

work at its own doors.
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
