ftOttawa, Oct. 31.—The Canadian 
Government ice-breaker Earl Grey 
recently sold to the Russian Gov­
ernment has arrived at Archangel, 
where she will be used in keeping 
open that winter port for Russian 
military operations.

A message received from M. Tima- 
sheff, minister of Trade and Commerce 
in the Russian Government, asks the 
Canadian authorities “to accept the 
respectful expression of profound 
gratitude which I hasten to present 
in the name of all interest in the 
Archangel sea route for the valuable 
aid given by Canada in providing the 
fine ice-breaker which has now 
arrived at Archangel. It is re-named 
Canada in commemoration of the 
assistance rendered by the Canadian 
government.

Another Canadian ice-breaker, the 
J. T. Horne, was privately purchased 
along with the Earl Grey through the

1Washington, Nov. 3.—Great Britain 
hafe proposed that American ships 
bound for Northern ports touch in at 
some convenient Scotch port on the 
voyage and submit to the examination 
of their cargoes by British authorities, 
receiving in return certificates which 
will relieve them of the annoyance of 
search by Brtish and French cruisers 
during the remainder of their voyage.

fourth annual meeting of the Mont­
real Newfoundland Society last night 
by E. W. Mudge, says the “Montreal 
Star” of Oct. 28. He said: “It is by no 
means impossible that the home ser­
vice regiments may be, needed. There 
are many thousands of hostile reser­
vists in Montreal and all through 
Canada, many of whom are starving 
through lack of employment. There 
are also thousands of German and 
Austrian reservists in the United 
States and all that is needed is some 
demagogue to start real trouble at 
home. I would urge every Newfound­
lander here to join some regiment and 
get in shape for service, either at 
home or abroad. By this you would 
be setting an example to the rest of 
the men of Canada, who in my opinion 
are not doing their duty in this crisis, 
and not preparing to meet calls which 
may come later,”

It was pointed out by several 
speakers that Newfoundland was 
well represented in the First Con­
tingent; and that other representa­
tives, including Lieut.-Col. E. M. Re- 
nouf, had volunteered for the Second 
Contingent.
