The Brantford
Hydro Electric System at the
Present time cannot supply pow-
er over 75 per-cent. of their pre-
vious maximum demand which
means that all users of power
must reduce their load 25 per
cent, This naturally affects the
Street Railway, who, to icurtail,
either take off cars or run much
slower. As to the Street light-
ing outages this was ordered by
Sir Henry Drayton and the price
for lighting the streets as they
are now which is approximately
cut in two, will be set by the
Hydro Electrlc Power Commis-
sion of Ontario.
