IT COMES HIGH,

The entertaimng of Royalty comes
high. The cost of thereception of the
Emperor of Russia on his recent visit to
France, was originally estimated at 12,-
000,000, but 1t was proved to be-mot
more than 5,500,000 francs. WAt first
the young soldiers whose time was legal-
1y up were to be kept underarms until
after the weview—that is to say, from
September 22 to October l4—an extra
three weeak, representing an expense
ol 6,000,000 francs. Moreover the Em-
peror and [Empress were originally to
stay at the Foreign office and by their
staying at the Russian Embassy, the
government saved about -400,000 francs.
Furthermore the carr.ages and the pre-
gidential irain, which cost 400;000 francs
have been resold to the companies for
300,000 francs, so that there has been
a saving of 7,000,000 francs by virtue
of which the expense 1s reduced to 5,
500,000 francs.

. The details are interesting. The re-
ception at the Hoter de Ville cost 100~
000 francs, retreshients, deco-
rations and rare plants. and flowers
mcluded. Mhe masts and oriflammes,
the fireworks, the 200,000 gas burners,
which required a small army of light-
ers, the official illumination, the num-
erous platforms, the special station at

the Ramelagh, and “the removal of théj’

scaftolding on the Arc de Triomphe cost
1,200,000 francs, The gala performances,
the reception av the Elysee, at Ver-
mailles, and at OGherbourg, the sentries
along the line from Cherbourg to Paris,
and the soldiers who lined the streets,
the Chalons review, and the transport
troops cost 8,500,000 francs, including
the improvised railway from Mourmé-
lon to the camp and the tribunes. Th
these figures must be addedt he horses,
carriages and livery of the Elysee, and
the fange sums spent by private indivi-
duals, and it will not be far from the
truth to say that these fNive day’s fetes
cost from 12,000,000 francs up to 15,
000,000. :Since the departure of the
sovereigns most of. the things used solely
for the “Czar's week’” have been sold,
and those present at Tattersal’s at the
sale ot the proud steeds, which millions
ot persons acclaimed, and some of whict
went for 1200 francs, or even 1000 franc
were in & position to make reflecfions
more melancholy than novel on the€ tran-
mitory mature of human things.

Hon, Mr. Dryden, in mtroducing Hon.
Mr. Kisher, stated tbat although he had
attended a great many meelings of this
kind, this was the first time he had
had the pleasure ot being on the same
platiorm with a Dominion Minister of
Agmiculture. The farmers of the Do-
minion at 1 their way, and had
ore ol their number Minister of 'Agri-
culture.

Hon. Mr. Fisher was enthusiastically
received. He opened his address by
waroing thd farmers against expecting
too muchl irom him as Minister of Ag-
riculture. Ever since he had the honor
ot being Minister he had felt. the far-
mers had entertained too great expecta-
tions ot what, as a farmer, he might
pe @able to do as Minister of Agricul-
ture. If" was true that for the first
time & man who was a farmer him-
gell, had been chosen Minister, and in
consequence the hopes of the farmers
had been jgreatly raised. In his capac-
ity ha would be inspired by the success
which had attended his colleague, the
Minister of ‘Agnicilture in Ontario. As
a farmer of Quebec, he had envied for
years th: farmers ot Ontario, who had
as a Minister a practical farmerand a
man thoroughly interested in the busi-
ness in ‘which they were engaged
had fooked forwara for some:Mime to
this week of ineetings at Guelph.
The name of Gueiph naturally suggested
to him agriculture, because it had been
tor so long a time the-site of the great
agriculturas college. He had also heard
ol the meetings ot the fat stock men,
which wera held here from year (o year,
and fong befors he became Minister he
had often desired to come here. He

trusted that it was a happy augury for

mm that he was the first Minister of)
Agriculture who had attended these
mentings. He was surprised to hear
this, because it seemed to him that it
was his first duty as Minister (o meet
the farmers, to learn their neceds and
to ssz 'what they wanted done. He
could not believe that there was any
retter opportunity for him, to do this
than by coming here and meeting face
to face the leading stock men of the
¥rovince. It would be a great bene-
fit to him, as he would meet men whose
names were familiar to him through
their prominent connection with agri-
culture. Referring to the Ontario 'Ag-
ricultural College, Hon. Mr. Fisher de-
ciarea that it was an institution for
which the whole country envied thepeo-
ple of Ontario, because it was such a
phenomenal success. In his early days
he had accepted the common belief that
any man who owned a farm could work
1t successfully without special know-
ledge. He had the advantage ot a
college education, but in' his youth neg-
lected the study ot those subjects which
would be of special use to him as a
farmer, but even it he desired tostudy
them there was at that time no facili-
ties for domg so. TRings had. changed
since that time; now we had not only
a splendid institution lhere, but we had
gowg out irom here the effect and 1n-
fluence and scientilic training of the
men who had gone out from that col-
fege, which affected the agriculture of
the whole Dominon. The idea that
larming was drudgery was passing away
and it was now recognized that it was
a business which gave scope for intel-
12cutal- development and the result was
that to-day agriculture was taking its
proper position in the forefront of the
wmdustries ol the: country.

As a stockman himsell, he realized
the importance of stock-raising in farm-
mg. They knew that it was the only
way to retain the fertility of the farm.
In the feeding of stock the greatest
skill was shown, the greatest science
and study exercised, and it was by the
stockmen that larming could be ad-
vanced to the highest pitch. Canada
was known all over the world to-day
lor its agriculture, and he believed t hat
1L was the stockmen who were langely
responsible for this. “The people ol
the States were lorced {o come here
tor the best of their stock, and would
tuy more il 1t were not for the cus-
toms barriers. Thas avas a proof of our
eminence 1n this science. Stockraising

airying were cognate and close
one without the other could not
; and h2 had always believed that
was the height of improved agricul-
ture. The work of raising the grain
and similar products ot the land was
doing only the crude work, the highest
skill was shown by the man who (c
these products and worked them into
cattle, pork and dairy ‘products. Thp
man hvho sold his crude grain and roots
was selling tha fertility of his land and
comparatively little of his own intelli-
« » and skill, but if, instead of doing
th®, he worked these preducts up into
h'gher forms, he was selling the small-
est amount of fertility of the soil, and
the largegt amount ot his intelli-
nee.—This Was an aspect of farmng

1 wh'eh the young men woujd o well
to tix their attention. He had come
tg Guelph on a business trip. He
trusted that the Government to which
he telonged was a business Government
wd took the tact that Mr. Laurier had
chogen him as Mimster of Agriculture,
not as a compliment to him, btu{ asan
evidence of the Premier's appreciation
ol the agriculture and farming. of the
country. He bhad for some years past
lelt that agrmculture was in & back-
ward position, 'but he had authority to
work out :uch a policy as might tend
to th» imjrovement ot the industry ot
which h2 as in charge. In any work
wilch he shouid underlake not oniy
would he @give his whole energy and in-
telligence (o it, but he would Lavé the
support o. his colleagues who sat at
the Council board with him. Mr. Fish~
er, in conc'usion, hop that the Fat
Stock Show would mest with splendid
Buccess.
