uation by withdrawing his name as 2
candidate. Brush then surprised the
magnates by naming Lynch. Tt was
supposed that he would name Francis C.
Richter, editor of the Philadelphia Sport-
ing Life, who is well fitted for office,
but it appears there was a shift at the
last moment, due to Mr. Richters
wishes. A new board of directors was
chosen, consisting of Dreyfus, Ebbets,
Herrman, Murphy and Brush. All the
other committees were continued as
constituted for another year.

The league voted to adopt a schedule
of 168 games, the season to open on or
about April 14, and to close about Oet.
16 the magnates declaring that such an
arrangement would not interfere with
the playing of the usual world’s series.
The American League’s schedule will
consist of 154 games, but the two sched-
ule Committees will try to avoid us
many conflicting dates as possible. The
league also passed a rule to the effect
that between May 10 and Aug. 20 of the
players’ season clubs cannot carry more
than 25 men each, and that for the rest
of the year between those dates the
limit must not exceed 35 players.

President Lynch will represent the
National League on the Nationmal Con-
mission, with Ban Johnson, President of
the American League, who forced the
defeat of Ward. Johnson and Lynch
will have to agree upon a chairman, but
whether Gary Herrman will be their
choice remains to be seen. Johnson is
for Hermman to a finish, but Lynch,
being a Brush man, may have other
views, as the feeling between Brush and
Herrman is not exactly cordial.

The election of Lynch is regarded as
a complete backdown by the National
League hefore the will of Ban Johnson.
The magnates were prone to score John
son to-day, saying that in spite of the
conciliatory telegram he sent to Herr-
man from Syracuse on Thursday, he
proceeded to give out another warlike
interview upon his arrival in Chicago, to
the effect that he would not stand for

Ward and that the latter’'s election |
meant trouble. i
