A refreshment table which is 
liberally patronized, is situated at the 
further end of the hall, and is an important 
and attractive point to the thirsty and 
hungry. A flower arbor close by contains 
a large collection of flowers which are dis­
pensed for a moderate sum.

Every visitor to St. Peter’s Hall, Portland, 
is charmed with the neatness and beauty of 
the decorating which surpasses anything of 
the kind previously attempted there. And 
the display of fancy work is highly credit- 
able to the ladies who got it up. The 
Sisters Table in this hall is also an object 
of great interest. There are many beauti­
ful articles. Besides these Messrs. James 
Harris & Co., have kindly donated two cook­
ing ranges : Messrs. Kelly and Murphy have 
given a sleigh; and Mr. Wilson, a marble 
mantel.
