Our town should rejoice in possessing
two men at least who are keeping
abreast the age, by seeking to engraft
a linle of their literary spirit on the stem
of general ignorance here. Two ¢i izens
of fine literary atininments und sound
critical taste, are endeavouring to estab
lish u public Library.  The whole matter
i8 already arranged; and circulars we out
requesting the public to gend in their
numes and subzcriptious of four dollars
each.

worthy .citizens, _ What a detestable
quality envy is!  These malcontents
assert, that, as the library was to be a
public one, the first step should have been
taken by calling & meeting of all -
terested in such a measure, and appoint—
ing a commiitee, representative of the
reading and intelligent citizens, as was
lately done in St. John.  This is the
veriest nonsense,  There is no com-
parison between St. John and Newcastle;
and our two energetic townsmen, with
their clear foresiglit and penetration,
comprehended this uccurately. In St.
John it was well to <xll a public meeting,
to hear the views and opicions of citizens;
because thete are a great many intelligent
clever men there, whose advice would
be wcrth having, and ténd largely to the
success of the measure. All is differcnt
in Newcastle. Here there is none of a
liberal - education, whose suggestions
would be worth having.. It is natorious
thut the reading public here belong to the
ranks of the negro> minstrel litterateurs;
who_ occasionally sosr into the, to
them, unfathomable flights of dime novel
mysteries. Let men, or rather grumb
lers, sa; what they will, these two
gentlemen are not at all officious; ; on the
conirary they are public benefactors,
taking time by the forelock and attempt-
ing to elevate and refine the stupid and
ignoraat of the town. £ ;

Oneof the grumblers suggests that at
the - public - meeting a unumber of
men representutive of the
different schools of thought
and  philosophy .in  science and
morals; of the - various doctrines of
sociology, of the industrial requirements
of the people, and the literury tastes of
the town, should bave been appointed to
meet and decide upon the merits of
books and periudicals, in order to make
u selection most desirghle and beneficial
to the people. This plan would be feu-
sible and to be recommended in towns
where an educatéd citizenship can be
found; but our two penerous leaders
knew full well that in Newcastle no com-
mittee could be found whose judgement
of literature, as sich,wonld be worth any
more than a wet-nurse's opinion of the
composition of the moon. - The futare
founcers of nur public library were con-
scivus that whatever in ancient or modern
literature was beautiful and grand, awe-
aspiring and soulstirring, they had
already mdde their own; and with such a
width of cfitical range, and depth of
philosophical geiiius, they were the best
and only ones to make a wise selection
for the A. B. C. Litterateurs of Nuw
castle. This everyone could’ well un-
derstand, were he competent to view the
question from the same watch tower of
conscious superiority. No; we should
ratber regard ourselves as being especia
ally favored in hdving in our midst two
such philosophical geniuses, who can
catch with eagle eyes, or condor scent,
the gems snd perfumes of literature;
and gratituously pressut us.with a scale-of
thought gud range of science, which nune
but the clown could fail to appreciate.

The Magazine Club dies. The. dictum
came, and its friends and admirers sadly
and sjlently put on. their mourning robes.
It goes down, a lesser light echpsed by
the dazzling brilliancy of the rising star.
Itis well.  Our destiny isin safe hands.
Great minds mustdo their duty—to lead
up and regenerate the drooping faculties
aud energies around them. Faith is
the shield of the ignorant. * ‘Some men
may misapprehend the pure and charit-
able motives underlying these 'prepar-
atory steps towards the gstablishment
of a librury; they may mistake geniug
dealing rightly with the rude muterials
around it, for egotism or presamption;
they may fail to appreciate what superior
intelligences see, at a glance, is their
safety; but could they enter to the soul
bathed . feelings, - the ‘ charity drenched
hopes,. the farseeing and prophetic
powers of vision with which these bene-
factors are endowded, they would not let
a breath of disapproval disturb the
village air, balmy with. the kindly
services of noble spirits.

Agricultural Fducation.
To the Editor of" the STAR:-—

f1r,--The genius of the statesman consists
in determining from elements social an.
industrial, that escape crdinary observers,
the wants and. necessary requirenvents of the
near or distwng future, and .by.wise - legis-
lation preparing the commen wealth for the
eventuality. Among well regulated nations,
public institutions must keep pase with, or

industrial life, especially when old indus-
tries are undergoing decay, and new ones
are springing up. This principle must apply
more strongly to comparatively new eoun_
tries than to bld ones ; for the near and im-
mediately productive, and for this reasvn
often the least enduring, are the occupations
that first engross our care. Henoce in New
Brunswick lumbering and the wanufacture
and export of all kinés of timber became the
chief concern of its inhabitants. Farming
was neglected, or followed by those only
who had not the means nor business tact for
lumbering. The timber trade the great
Storeroom and granary of the past, from
which all drew directly or indirectly the
meuans of living, is in many sections, and
from various causes, on the deciine; and
although a spasmodic .t occurs from time
to timo in the business, we must not delude
ourselves by regirdiag it as'a healthy sign
of increasing life and strength, bat rather
ar a |roof of the growing weukness of the
supply. Th? sxe, fire, nnd mania for im-
mediate railroad systoms have either ex-
hausted or looked up those hitherto svurceg
of provincial wealth and field of industry,snd
now men arc groping, trying experimerts
on the world’e stago to discover svwe play
or act in which they may succeed.

When,
the netivity of provineial industries, we ean

pqu'nne'o of farming as a foremost industry
i8 beiiig largely recognized. ' All men ac-
customed to look beneath the surface and
read be‘ween the lines of our prusperity and
adversity will readily grasp this one grand
fact, that the farming community is to be
the great backbone of onr eountry’s wealth,
the great and ooly lasting, security of our
country’s credit. This becomes more mani-
fest day by day. Let onr Government ac-
cept thie-distum of our destiny. Let the

olaims of this hitherto neglested portion of

population-be recognized. If this is to be a
great and far reaching industry, if it is to
stand the test of competition with the out-
side world, if it is to present such attractions
as will retain the yonung, bone and sigew of
our own country and induce strangers to
make their homes among us, then our duty
is plain. We mus: insist on the establish-
ment of & proper Agricultural College and
Model Farm. Nothing less will satisty our
farmers, nothing else will meet the diffculty
of the present and provide for the prosperity
of the future. We must have a new toue.
a new life, a fresh current of educated
energy infused with the faxmer’s life. We
must insist on the tillers of the soil receiving
their just rights, and, as they are providing
for the good of the whole eountry, have at
least a’just portion of the special edueation,
thst is provided for all others at their ex-
pense, from the gauger of the beer barrel to
the comparative anatomist. Let our present
Government grapple’ with this matter and
give onr-farmers an Agricultural Collsge
and Model Farm.

THE WEATHER ETC.,

We have now some sample north
pole weather ; but severe though it be,
it is & relief after the dismal slushy
weather.we had during the late fall
Most of the outport crafts have gone
home, not as many-of them as could be
wished satisfied with their summers
voyages. The Cape craft, and most of
those from Placentia and St. Marys
Bays have all been here and gone home
again, as have the other out-port crafis.
The Cape fishery this year wag below
the average; and in writing. this 1 am
only repeating the history of these fish-
ing grounds ever since the use of nets,
seines, and spilliards The fishery in
none of the resorted places is anything
like it was in former days, and I firmly
believe the time is coming when those
who hope to live well, by the fisheries,
will have to go to the fertile beds
which Professor Hind telis us about.

THE RAILWAY.

almost as swiftly as the storm come the
news of shipwreck.
writing I learn that twenty crafts have
been wrecked along the Eastern “Sea-—
board. In Bonavista Harbor alone,
fourteen vessels were driven from their
anchors, and smashed upon the beach,
M ost of these were loaded with unin-
sured goods; some of these being
supplies from St. John, others fish for
St. John; and most ot it is lost.  This
will be a sore calamity for the
people, many of whom it will reduce to
great straits.  All the small craft were
uninsured, so that the loss of boats
and cargoes will beggar many of the
owners, I am glad to say litile loss of
life is reported ; though the worst of the
shipping losses is by no means known
yet, the lines being down in many
places ; and to many ports there being no
lines. The barquentine Rato bhas been
lost in Placentia Bay : she had a load of
herring from Labrador. The crew
elclped.

THE GEXNERAL FISHERY.

The Hercules has retarned from the
Labrador and brings gloomy accounts of
the svmmer’s work. The fishery is a
third below the average. The fishery
is poor now all over the Island : along
to the North the voyages were fair, to
the Westward they were hardly that.
Some did very well, others did nothing
—which may be accounted for in the
spasmodic way the fish is beginning to
strike the coast for bait of late. years.
Davie’ of Fox Harbor, Placentia Bay,
have a * golden voyage,” 2,000 quin-
tals for 4 boats; but they were weli
equipped with seines, bultows, and nets.
Bradshaw and Dunphy, both bankers,
did well ; and Mr. Bradshaw is carrying
on & vigorous and prosperous business
at Great Placentia. The day is coming
when Mr Bradshaw will occupy the
place that Sweetman did in his palmy
days. A local paper just by me says: —

Though the season for fishing on the
-south eastern coast has quite closed up,
the work bas still been carried on with
wouderful perseverance by some of the
Placentia Bay fishermen at Cape St.
Mary’s. The Register says that ace
counts have been received from Rock-
harbor recently of a very cheering char-
acter. Oo the -eastern coast, ahout
Renews; o cousiderable gnantity of fish
has also been taken within the past two
weeks ; but bait is scarce as might have
been expected ut this seuson of the year.

MURDER AMONG THE ESQUIMEAUX.

The followiug repert has reached
here by the Hercules from Nuin, one of
the Moravian colonies. Two months ago,
two Esquimeaux were out deer shooting
and both fired simultaneously at the same
deer. A quarrzl immediately arose as
to the ownership.  Harsh words were
exchanged, when one of the tawny
sportsmen levelled his gun at the other
and shot him dead. The inhabitants of
Nain were 80 enraged that, on the first
impulse, they resolved to place him on
an island lying off to sea, and so let him
starve. The Moravian missionaries,
having heard " of the decision st which
the people arrived, rescued the murderer
from them, and placed him in charge of
Captain Bartlett of the steu:ner Panther
that wa- at the time lying at Scrammy
Bay. All the official Cepositions were
taken at Hopedale by the steamer Her-
cules to St. John'ss They are now in
the possession of the Attarney General.
The murderer was brought as far as
Tournuvick by the missionaries.  This
same Esquimeau is said to have murdered
his wife some three years ago, and to
have cut herupinto pieces and thrown
her over the cliff into the sea. He is now
a prisoner on board the Panther. It
appears shortly alter being put on board
the Esquimesdu escaped, took to the
woods, no one knew whither. The police
were put upon his tréck, and [ now learn
that Sergeant Lacey hus telegraphed
from Random that he has aught the
fugitive at Famish Gut, Placentia Bay.
