CAUSES OF THE DISASTER.

How the Bank’s Bills. Were Cireulated
Through Ontario—Depositers and Note
Holders Weil Secured-Sharehelders the
Sufferers.

MoxTREAL, May 28.—The commercial
community of Montreal was thrown into a
state of excitement this afternoon by the
announcement that the Mechanics’ Bank of
this city had clesed.its doors. This is the
second disaster whiech has overtaken the
institution within the last four years.
