ThoHouse of Mary and Joseph

The 25th of March annually brings
us a return ot the day which the
Cuurch of God has set apart for the
ce.ebration of the great mystery of
th. Incarnation.  On that.day the
A gel Gabriel appeared in the Holy
House, and “The Angel of the Lord
declared unto Mary; and she con-
ceived of the Holy Ghost.” Humbly
she declared herself the ‘“Handmaid
of the Lerd ; be it done unto me ac
cording to Thy Word.” The Word
was the Word of the Holy Ghost; and
that “ Word was made Klesh and
dwelt among us.” And God the Son,
who was present in his divine nature,
there took buman flesh ; the “ Word
was made Flesh,” in that House, in
Nazareth, and the long promised re-
demption of man was begun in that
humble abode. The human mind is
conpletely overwhelmned by the
grandeur, the sublimity of this mys-
tery. In this House Mary was conceiv-
ed and born immaculate, free from
original sin; in it, the Holy Spirit
overshadowed her; in it the Son of
God, the Second Person of the Bless-
ed Trioity, took Flesh and dwelt with

in it our Saviour lived with her, for
the greater part of His life upon
earth. What wonderful ties to bind
ber heart to this, her earthly dwelling !
The abodes of great men ; the rooms
in which remarkable persons have
died, are still kept in remembrance;
why not the House in which the Re-
decmer of the world took human
Flesh? And, so dear was it to Mary
that, when she passed over the thres-
hold of her dwelling, she turned to
salute it, as the departing soul salutes,
perhaps, its mortal remains when
quitting them.  The Abbe Gerbert,
author of that delightful little book
the “Lilly of [srael,” quotes the fol-
lowing passages :

And whatever may be the
horror of those which are to follow
them, the remembrance of the Lord’s
gifts-must never be effaced.” [ had
no claims upon Him, and yet He has
overloaded me with gifts. May His
Name be blessed ! . . Farewell!
my roof, farewell! my dwelling, Will
no one take care of you for the sake
of those wonders that have been
operated within your walls?” And
she cast a last look, and sent a last
kiss to those sacred places. Then the
door of the cell opened of itself, as if
pushed by a gentle wind. The har-
monious vibration of Angels’ wings,
which she had so many times heard
again feebly resounded, and instantly
the cell that had been formerly sanc-
tified by the salutation of Gabriel,
was filled with lillies and the white
flowers of eglantine ; the entire floor
#as strewn with them, and their per-
fumes diffused themselves in the air.
The Virgin understood that this place
was to remain under the guardianship
of Angels.” It has been through the
long centuries, through wars and the
vicissitudes of early affairs, and is
still, under the guardianshipof Angels.
The following from the Petit Messager
du Ceur de Marie, is a pleasing re-
minder of the Holy House :

It was in the humble House of
St. Joseph at Nazareth, that the
Virgin Mary was saluted by the

effable mystary of the Incarnation.
Cnis dwelling is today known as the
Santa Casa—the Holy House—ot
Loretto, and every year, on the roth
of December, the Church celebrates
the miraculous translation of this
Blessed. House to the Marches of
Ancona in Italy. Oa the roth of
December 1894, was celebrated the
Sixth Centenary of this wonderfual
event. In Loretto the festival was
observed with the greatest solemnity;
but it was inaugarated on the 8th of
Dzcember last, by magnificent festi-
vals, by splendid and solemn cere-
monies, and the observance of the
secular jubilee will be contioued un-
til the 1oth of- December next. The
ceremonies of this, the sixth centen-
ary, will be especially grand and
brilliant in the spring, which is the
time fixed for the grand pilgrimages.
March being the month of Saint
Joseph, and his feast occuring in it,
and also the feast of the Annunciation
of the Blessed Virgin, the solemnities
of the Santa Casa suggest to us to-
day, to remind our readers of the
miraculous translation, and to give a
careful description of this the most
Holy House in the world. The fol-
lowing is takeu by the Petit Messager
from La Semaine de Cambrai :

I.

HISTORY OF THE TRANSLATION,

The House which was in Nazareth,
the House of Saint Joseph and the
Blessed Virgin is called the Santa
Casa, the Holy Elouse, * This
House,” says Leo XIII., “which is,
after Heaven, the Holiest, the most
sublime, seat of the most august
mysteries; of virtues purely celestial,
this House, the very name, the sight
of which is sufficient to move, to
affect most deeply even the profane,
the impious, yes,even the unbelievers;
this House is, for the faithful, a fore-
tastze of Heaven.” It was in this
modest dwelling that Mary was con=
ceived without sin; that the Auvgel
pronunced the Ave Maria, which he
brought down from Heaven; it #as
in  this- humble— dwelling that the
grand Mystery of the Incarnation
took place; in it Our Lord Jesus
Christ passed the greater part of the
first thirty years of His mortal life.
When Vespasian sacked Nazareth,
in the year 71, the humble House
miraculously escaped pillage and de
secration by his soldiers. Saint
Helena surrounded it with walls and
until the arriva! of the infidels in the
Holy places, this blessed abode was
the the object of constant veneration
by the Christians. It was to preserve
the House of Mary from profanation
by these infidels that the Lord per-
formed the wonderful prodigy of
bringing it beyond the sea, intact.
Oan the 1oth of May 1291,the Holy
House was transported by Angels,
during the night, and placed upon a
hill in Dalmatia, between Tersato and
Fiume. The peasants saw it passing
over their heads, surrounded with a
brilliant light. From early morning
the people hastened from all the sur-
rounding country to see this House
which no one had built, which rested
on the ground without a foundation.
The people were astonished, amazed.
Then, the priest of Tersato, Alexander
de Georgio, who had been sick for
the preceeding three years, came to
visit the House. This caused the
greate: t surprise among the people.
“Mary appeared to me,” he said,
“and cured me, and said: you must
know that this House is the Housein
which the Word of God was made
Flesh.”
The ‘governor of Dalmatia alsa
came to visit this great wonder. As-
tonishied at this miraculous translation,
he sent four Commissioners to Nazar-
eth, with directions to verify the
following: 1st, it the House of Mary
has really disappeared : 2nd, if any
hands had carried it away; 3rd, if the
foundations remained; 4th, if iheir
dimensions corresponded with those
of the walls; sth, if the stones in the
foundations were the same as those
in the walls of the House. The mes-
sengers arrived in Naxareth, and fully
satisfied themselves that the House,
venerated in Dalmatia, was really that
of Mary and Joseph.
Three years later, on the roth of
December, 1294, the Santa Casa left
Dalmatia, and -was brought over the
ses, and placed in the Marches of
Ancona, in the district of Reconati,
at first, in a grove of laurel trees, the
property of a rich and pious lady
named Laureta; then it was removed
to a field which belonged to .two
brothers, who, on aceount of their
avarice, (demanding fees from visitors)
were unworthy of the great treasure;
and finally it was placed in the middl-
of the road leading to Reconati. It
is there that, for six hurdred years,
the Holy House has received the
reverence of all Christendom. *
God intended that these four trans-
lations should be so definite a proof
that no one could doubt the truth of
the miracle which was confirmed by
numerous wonderful events,

of white Carrara marble; this incloses
the sacred walls withouttouching them
as if to show that it is not worthy of
it, and that the House of Mary,
brought there by the hands of Angels,
does not need the support erected by
the hands of men.

Pilgrims have so often made the
circuit of the Holy House on taeir
knees, that a deep furrow has been
worn into the path that-surrounds it.
On the marble casing that surrounds
the Santa Casa, the" splendid sculp-
tures have been admired by the pil-
grims. They show the principal events
in the life of Mary, and répresents the
Prophets and the Sybils who foret)ld
the coming of the august Virgin.
Above the entrance is the inscription:

“Let those who are impure tremble to
enter here;
There is nothing in the world more holy.”

Two side openings, made since the
translation, gives access to the Holy
Sanctuary. The bronzz doors which
enclose them have been placed by
order of the Sovereign Pontiff.

Two private sentinels, soldiers of
Mary, mount guard there from morn-
ing until night. The architrave of the
former door, which has been walled
up, is still to 'be seen. A single win-
dow is opened to face the south ; it is
surmounted by a cross. The walls,
hare and unfinished, have been pol-
ished by the frequent fervent kisses
placed on it by the faithful. ‘The
stones are laid bare to view; on
touching them, the heart is profoundly
moved at the tiicught that they have
sheltered® Jesus, ‘Mary and Joseph.
They are venerated; they are ques-
tioned ; they have been present at
many wonderfal events !

Fifty-two lamps burn, night and
day,in Santa Casa. Over the altar
is seen, in letters of gold, the follow
ing inscription : “ Hic Verbum Caro
factum est; Here the Word was made
‘Flesh.”

By special privilege the Holy Sac-
rifice of the Mass is celebrated from
early morning until the end of vespers.
On the altar are placed two demi-
busts in silver, representing St. Ann
and St, Joseph. In the present altar
is enclosed the first altar erected by
Saint Peter, on which the Apostles
celebrated Mass. ;

Oa the left is the closet if which
are preserved, with the greatest rever-
ence, two vessels, in the form of cups
which wesa<aged by the Holy Family,
and also a letter from a Portuguese
Bishop, Johh Suarez, stating that he
had made restitution of the stone
which he had taken from the wall of
the Santa Casa. A strange disease
attacked him, and he was forced to
return it and the place to which it bas
been reatored is plainly to be seen on
the right ; the stoue is secured ia its
placé by an iron grating, and hanging
over head is a cannon ball, which fell,
without injury to any one, into the
tent of Julius II, at the siege of Mir-
andola in 1505.

The entrance to the House is
through a small door, opened behind
the altar in the Santo Comino/ Oa
the right is seen a little card basket
containing a little dish covered with
gold, which the pilgrims kiss, and into
which they drop for a moment the
religious articles they have with them.

This cup and the other two men-
tioned above, which are preserved in
the closet at the left, are the ouly
souvenirs of the Holy Family.
“These sacred vessels,” says a pious
author, “ were in daily use in the
hands of Mary; and Siint Joseph
used them to quench his thirst! And
the Infant Jesus took from th2m His
meals! With what rapture, while His
eyes are bathed in tears, does the
pilgrim touch his lips to these simple
cups which are infinitely more precious
than the golden vessels which are
used at the festivals of earthly kings."”

The gilded nicae which was cut out
above the chimney, contains the sta-
tue of the Blessed Virgin, cut from
cedar of Libanus by Saint Luke. She
holds the Infant Jesus in her arms;
each has on the head a rich crown,
studded with diamnods; the dress of
the Blessed Virgin is covered with
precious stones of the greatest purity.

Oaithe north side of the Holy
House is seen the ancient docr which
Pope Clement VII. caused to be wal!-
ed up, through respect, when he
caused the present doors to be open-
ed. It was through this ancient door
that Jesus passed in and. out. What
a holy joy for Joseph and Mary when
He eatered the House.

Finally in the Santa Casa was in-
augurated, in 1483, the Litany of the
Blessed Virgin, catled, for that reason,
the Litany of Loretto, which is now
recited and sung everywhere. These
admirable supplications present, in
harmonious terms the most devout
and pious thoughts, the grandest, the
most worthy praises of Mary. They
literally realize the prophecy contained
in the Magnificat; “All generations
shall call me blest!” 1t is one of the
most beautiful acts of homage, of
veneration, of love, of praise, of devo-
tion, of confidence that we can offer
to our .beloved Mother.

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The Late Father Dawson.

Aineas McD. Dawson, V. G., LL D.,
F. R. S., who died at Ottawa a few
weeks ago, was sixty years an eminent
distinguished and exemplary Roman
Catholic priest, beloved, respected
and venerated by all who knew him—
a man of ripe literary attainments, a
poet and historian whose giant mind
was capable of grasping the most pro-
found subjects and reasoning with
philosophical accuracy; and still, in
marked contrast with the Protestant
journals of the Dominion, the Cath-
olic press, excepting the Montreal
True Witness, has paid no editoria!
tribute to his memory | How sugges-
tive of the inquiry is not this neglect:
“Are we so soon forgot when we are
gone ?” But was he in life appreciated
Lcommensurate with his great services
to the Church whose chief: glories his
devoted life reflacted? Queen’s coil-
ege conferred honorary degiees upon
him; and, more recently, the Laval
University and the Uaiversity of
Ottawa—both Roman Catholic—fol-
lowed the example of that institution.
Rev. Dr. . Dawson celebrated’ the
golden jubilee of his priesthood in
1885 ; and in December, 1890, when
he attained his eightieth birthday,
another celebration in his honor took
place under the auspices of St.
Andrew’s Society at Ottawa.  Arch-
bishop Duhamel was then at Rome,
and in his absence the Bishop of
Alexandria, an adjoining Diccese.
recognizing Dr. Dawson’s services as
the Catholic historian of the Church
in Scotland sppointed him honorary
Vicar-General of that See. If the
distinguished priest was not raised to
the Episcopate in the Dominion, why
should we murmur at the mysterious
ways of Providence when He wills to
make use of the meek and tae lowly
to coufound the proud and tne
mighty!  Henry'J. Morgan, whom
we remember as a Protestant gentle-
man, of O tawa, has written “Recol-
lections of Father Dawson,” from
which we quote an excerpt: ‘“Need-
less to say, hadour venerable to vns-
man not been tempted to take up his
lot in Canada, he would very msany
years ago have been advanced to the
Episcopate in his native country.
He would have bzen Archbishop ot
Edinburgh, in succession to Dr. Gillis;
and who shall say that the exalted
office would have list anything in
talent, strength or dignily by his ele-
vation ?"’

Certainly Dr. Dawson would have
graced the Episcopacy ; but we be-
lieve that he had no aspirations in
that direction—his only ambition was
to labor zealously *‘for the greater
glory.of God.” He cared not for self
glory—he drew his inspiration at the
foot of the cross. We knew him well,
It was in January, 1860, that we first
met him. He was then Rector of St.
Andrews ; and for six years, until our
departure from O:.tawa. we were in
close touch with him. Blest memory !
the thought of those eventfal years
—more eventful for us than for him.
H: was in his prime, with character
fully formed, while we were passing
through our boyhood days with the
traps and snares of life before us; and
from his lips we learned lessons of
religion,-of dutyland of love. In those
times the spirit of intolerance pos-
sessed to a greater or a less degree
the minds of Protestants and Cath-
olics alike ; but happily a new order
prevails, and our Canadian neighbors
now respect the opinions of their fel-
low men as they would have their
own tolerated. In putting to flight
the genii of fanaticism, intolerance ard
bigotry, Father Dawson’s influence
was largely felt—in fact it was more
potential than any other force. He
was indeed a “beacon light in dark-

ture of civilization and refinement.”

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ther Dawson thea delivered a series
of lectures on * The Temporal Sov-
ereignity of the Pope;” and his audi
ences embraced as many Protestants
as Catholics. In these discourses, he
showed wonderful research. He sub-
s quently published them in duodecimo
and the book had a large circulation
in Canada and Great Britain. He
realized the value of disseminating it.
He also published a work entitled
“ Pius the Ninth and His Time,”
which contained more historical facts
to a page than can be found in
four pages of any other author who
has written on the subject. In 18go,
he published # The Catholics of Scot-
land”—being a history of the Church
in that country “from 1593. and the
extinction of the hierarchy in 1603
till the death of Bishop Carruthers in
1852."”

Father Dawson was bora at Red
Haven, Banffshire, Scotlaud, July 30,
1810. At the age of sixteen he was
sent to the Archiepiscopal Seminary
at Paris to pursue his ecclesiastical
studies ; but, owing to the revolution
of 1830 he continued his divinity
course at the Beneldictine College,
D>uai, returning to Scotland in 1835
for final study and examination at St.
Mary's College, Blairs. In that year
he was ordained priest and appointed
assistant to Annan, an outpost of the
mission of Duinfries, where he first
had to celebrate Mass in 4 room at an
inn. In 1840 he was entrusted with
the Northern missions of Edinburgh,
and subsequently bad charge of ‘the
Counties ot Fife, Kinross and Clack-
mannan, When temporarily in
charge of the Forfashire missions the
Protestants of Lawrencekirk and
neighborhood requested him to come
to their village and to deliver to them
a Catholic sermon. The request was
renewed from time to time for several
months ; and, at last, Father Dawson
believing that the people were in
earnest consented to preach to them.
He had a very numerous congrega-
tion, and at the conclusion of his dis-
course, in which he dwelt upon the
misrepresentations of Catholic doc-
trine, the people thanked him and
urged him to come again and give
them another sermon. This invitation
was frequently repea.ed during the fol-
lowing two months, when Father Daw-
son, taking with him quite 2 number
of books and pamphlets, distribated
them, after preaching to a more nu-
merous: congregation. A mintster of
the Anglican Cauarch then began
lecturing against Gatholics, but the

Presbyterian  people remonstrated
with him. His defense was that the
priest was deceiving them. The

people repelied this assertion, saying
that they had standard Catholic works
in their hands which contained the
same doctrine as Father Dawson
preached. The only answer to this
was that the minister * had taken an
oath to oppose ¢ Popery’ wherever he
met with it, and, let them say what
they liked he would oppose it ;” and
he did. “ But what a grand tribute,
especially in those times—a whole
congregation of Scottish Presbyterians
defending a Roman Catholic Priest
against intolerant bigotry ! Prior to
these events, the young priest used to
go to the village to celebrate Mass for
the less than half a dozen Irish Catho-
lic servants in the neighborhood. The
services were held in the parlor of a
private house owned by a wealthy
Protestaat lady; and she subsequently
embraced the Catholic religion.
Father Dawson was the first priest
who celebrated Mass in the village
since the Reformation. In 1852, he
was invited to Canada by Bishop Mc-
Donnell. He was appointed to St
Andrew’s, Bytown (now Ottawa), and
subsequently to the Osgoode mission.
Before leaving England for Canaia in
1854. a Liondon publisher offered him
a large sum to make a translation of
De Maistre's fainous “ Soirees de St.
Petersburg,” and for the right of pub-
lication ; but because of Father
Dawson’s greater care of entering
upon his missionary labors in America,
hz was not then ready, and the matter
was dropped. A short time before
his death, he completed an admirable
transiation of the Soirees,” but the
book still remains unpublished. The
manuscript is still in our hands, and
it is hoped, will soon be ia print, 8s it
is undoubtedly a work of rare merit.
In 1866 Father Dawson was solicited
to support a new magazine in Canada ;
and this extract from his reply shows
the liberal tendency of his mind, . If
it is to be edited, as I'am led to sup-
pose, in the cause of Canadian litera-
ture generally, and not in the interest
of any particular class of litteraturs,
or religionists, or politicians, it will
always have my best support. The
people of this country require some
common ground on which they can
meet without scowling at one another.
It this is to be found anywhere it is in
the field of literature.
