all, is spoken of as a place which hoe 
grown to its present size eel nelly in 
epite of itself, but which has nothing 
substantial to sustain it. Bye judicious 
system of small bonuses, or exemption 
from taxation for » certain period, and 
a respectable degree of enterprise and 
public spirit on the part of our leading 
men and capitalists, there ie ne doubt 
but that many persons desirous of in­
vesting in manufacturing industries 
could be attracted towards Stratford."

A correspondent of the Hamilton 
Spectator thus speaks of the prospective 
traffic over the Southern Extension of 
the W. G. «fc B. Railway, now being con­
structed through the northern part of 
this County :—

“ Starting from Palmerston, the 
point of junction with the main line, we 
pass through a beautiful country to Lis 
towel, a live place, energetic men in 
every department seemed to have an 
chored there; already the railway has 
given this flourishing village quite a 
start. Great taste has been displayed 
by the powers that be in constructing 
good streets leading to the station,plant­
ing trees. &o. At the station are now 
four million feet of lumber piled ready 
for transportation, and by September 
next, there will be eleven million feet, 
besides elm timber, and the ordinary in­
dustrial productions of the place, auch as 
flour, flax, etc., as well as -grain. Fus­
ing on to Newry, we travel over a cap­
ital track, one stretch of five miles 
straight as an arrow, and easy grade» ; 
at this station and Henfryn, the latter 
on th<? estate of E. K. Davis, Esq., in 
lumber alone there will be by October 
not less than twenty million feet ready 
for transportation. About twenty saw 
mills will be tributary to these two sta­
tions.

Ethel station will be an important 
one; about ten mills will send lumber 
here, and between this and October not 
less than nine million feet will be wait­
ing fi»r the irran horse. The large sta­
tion grounds are to be leveled at onco. 
The neighboring fields are being filled 
with lumber now. The Ethel bridge is 
a beautiful structure, built on the Howe 
truss principle. Mr. Ridoufc and 
Cunningham tested it with a heavy en­
gine and iron train. Thore was no de­
flection perceptible to the eye. It is 
enormously strong.

Brussels station must be one of most 
important on the fine, situated in thu 
heart of as fine a country as the sun 
ever shoue upon; it will always co-n 
in and a large traffic.

Pineries of Michigan.
A correspondent of the Syracnse 

Standard, as th» result of an interview 
with a well-infiormed lumberman of 
Michigan, supplies the following par­
ticulars of a little known region and 
class of workmen: —The track from 
which the lumber is mainly taken, call­
ed the pineries, is some eight miles in 
width by one hundred and fifty miles in 
length, imreliered, as a general thing, 
by anything like gistiustion, a| 
from that which is directly identified 
with the lumber interest. This 
embraces two respectable lakes- 
Muskegon and Pleasant. A slight Idea 
of the enor.Mons amount of lumber token 
from this tract may be found by glancing 
at the amount it supplies the Chicago 
market alone, which in 1859 was one 
hundred and fifty millions of feet, and 
in 1872 over two hundred millions ef 
feet.

A camping party of lumbermen num­
bers from forty to sixty, who are paid,

. upon an average, twenty-five dollars per 
month with board and lodging, the 
wages of saw-mill men ranging higher. 
The villages whish have sprung up, ee s 
result of the lumber traffic, are univer­
sally strangers to one another. It would 
be natural to suppose that these men, 
employed in the laborious work of get 
ting out this lumber, were the most har­
dy of America's yeomanry, hut at _ 
matter of fact fully two-thirds of them 
aro persons delicately reared, whtrhsvt 
embraced this calling not from choice, 
but to escape the penalties for the com- 
mission of various crimes 
meauora

To all such, save murderers, the Michi­
gan pineries are a city ot refuge, more 
impregnable than the walls of a BoeUle 
If a criminal Is tracked to this '
hold, as frequently is the cate, re__ ,
to the officers ie not dreamed of, bro.^1t 
entirely unnecessary. So ample are tho 
lumbermen's facilities for concealment 
end so perfect their system of secrecy 
thathemuet be a eagaoiouideteetira 
can make it necessary for them to not I
