He was placed on the superannu-
ated lists on full pay when Hon. Adam
Crooks became Minister of Education,
and he had consequently his whole time
at his disposal, which he employed pro-
titably in getting out his book, ‘“The
History of the U. E. Loyalists.” In the
early years of his ministry he was em-
ployed like most Methodist ministers of
his day, as a missionary, and did good
service among the Indians of the north-
western portion of Upper Canada.
