the purest and best.
In addition, we sheuld also suggest
that a cotton flannel apron, furry side
out, is a valuable possession for nurse
and mother, as the little one can be
taken from the bath on to the lap and
rolled up in the apron, which answers at
the same time the purpuse of a scft
towel. For wiping of head and faze, an
old white silk handkerchief is a good
thing to use at the bath. A daiuty
wrapper, which is very inexpeusive, can
be made primcess in shape, of cheese
cloth and cotton wadding. A layer of
wadding should be tacked between twn
of cheese cloth, and fastened at inter
vals of a few inches by knots of worsted,
8s in a comfortable, the worsted pale
blue or pick. The princess pattern is
then laid on and the wrapper cut out,
the seams felled on the inside and the
edges finished by a buttonhole stitch of
blue or pink worsted.
