No matter hot* much the receipts 
of the next series amount to, the 
White Sox may be certain of $40,000 
if they win. This offer is enough to

RULES MAY WORRY MANY.
New York, April 23.—New rule book 

just issued contains some funny in­
terpretations that will cause many a 
poor minor league umpire trouble. 
All umpires do not receive the in­
structions like those of the National 
or American leagues, nor do they at­
tend meetings called by the presi­
dents of the two leagues to debate 
upon the rules as laid down.

In one part of the book just issued, 
under the title : “Simplified Baseball 
Rules,” one finds this: “When a ball 
hits the batsman or the umpire be­
fore the catcher touches it the umpire 
must declare it a dead ball and no 
base runner can advance.” If the 
bases were filled with runners, and 
the batter was hit by a pitched ball, 
what becomes of the man on third ? 
Is he to remain?

Again: "A base runner hit by a le­
gally batted ball in fair territory is 
out. The batsman, however, must 
run to first, but may be put out if it 
is possible to do so.” Then under 
section 6, rule 53, it says: "If a fair 
hit ball strikes the person of the um­
pire or a base runner on fair ground." 
Which is correct?

Another place, under " Batting 
Rules,” it says: "Before two men are 
out, if a batsman pops up a fly to the 
infield, with second or first, or second 
or third bases occupied, the batsman 
is out if the umpire calls it an infield 
hit." Why call it an infield hit, when 
second and third bases are only oc­
cupied? The rule does not say so, but 
the interpretation says it is.

BASEBALL.
