By thus acting we 
would secure the services of conscientious and 
level-headed men, who would do their best for 
the interests of our country.

A Steamer off Cape Freels.

MMERODS ICE PARTRIDGE AND BEDLAMERS.
“Ranger,” “Iceland” and “Falcon” 

Still Jammed.
(Special to the Evening Telegram.)

Greenspond, Saturday Night.
A light breeze has been blowing from the 

northeast all day and the weather is fine and 
mild, but the Bay continues packed with ice. 
It is reported that a barque-rigged steamship 
hove in sight off Cape Freels yesterday, with 
one staysail set. She is still visible about 
fifteen miles from here this morning, in an east- 
north-east direction.

Numbers of ice-partridge and other birds 
have lately been killed in this neighborhood, 
and many bedlamers seen at the Cape.

There appears to be no possibility of the 
steamers “ Ranger,” “ Iceland” and “ Falcon” 
getting off yet.

The schooners “ Prince Imperial" and “ May­
flower” are anchored at Flowers Island.

FROM THE WEST COAST.
The Outlook at Channel.

( Special to the Evening Telegram.)
Channel, Saturday Evening.

Five steamers and one schooner left for the 
icefields this morning. If the weather con­
tinues fine it is conjectured that there will be a 
good seal fishery. No ice is now in eight, and 
a steady breeze is blowing from the northeast, 
with fine weather. The fishing boats still con­
tinue doing well.

FROM CAPE RACE.
Movements of the West Coast Squadron.

The steamers Hercules and Lady Glover 
went west yesterday afternoon. The steamer 
Curlew passed inward, outside the ice, at 8 80 
s.m. to-day.

LITTER FROM "FRENCH SHORE”
Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—As a result of the “ Bait Act” pass- d 
by a commercial principled Government we are 
threatened by retaliatory measures by the 
French. As this means enforcing ihi-ir treaty 
rights on the so-called French S iure, it is a 
much simpler matter than the general public 
seem to think. Let any person take a map of 
Newfoundland and beginning at Cape Ray 
follow the coast-line of the west coast u'-■til he 
reaches Cape John on the east coast, and tlieu 
remember that on all this longshore, embracing 
half of oar entire coast-line, France claims the 
exclusive right to fish, and remember that they 
not only claim the right, but have always en­
forced it when they have seen fit.

Forty years ago they enforced their claims 
everywhere along the west shore, but lately they 
have relaxed their vigilance. The failure of 
the fisheries has led to the abandonment of 
large areas to the English settlers. Remember, 
the French never had or claimed to have any 
rights to the land except for their use during 
the fishing season ; in fact they always had to 
leave Newfoundland by the 20tb September 
each year and could not leave even one man to 
protect their property. But the fishing 
privileges they rigidly conserved ; they would 
not allow the winter guardian if their property 
(always an Englishman) to c Ueb fish except 
for his winter use. Even the salmon rivers 
were all claimed and fished by the French 
until about twenty-five years ago when 
they gave way on this point ; sitce then the 
salmon fisheries have been held by the settlers. 
The Attorney General stands up in his place 
and says, “ We will allow the settlers on the 
French Shore to sell bait.” How the French 
consul must smile : “ allow the settlers to sell 
bait.” Why the French can, by simply 
enforcing their treaty rights, prevent the set­
tlers from hauling the bait. With the settle­
ments they cannot interfere, but they own the 
water rights as the? claim txclusively. Again, 
we are told that the French will not be allowed 
tQ establish lobster factories. Oae thing we 
do know, that the French will not allow the 
settlers to establish lobster factories, except as 
a favor in some unfrequented localities.

Some people talk about British gunboats 
protecting the British flag, &c., but how many 
a poor Newfoundland fisherman could tell a 
tale of being towed out of his own harbor by 
French men-of-war. It has been done hun­
dreds of times, and will be done again. Not 
more than three years since a whole fleet of 
Newfoundland vessels were driven out of St. 
John Islands Bay, and ignominiously driven 
out too, by the French man-of-war, and when 
they called on the British vessels for protec­
tion they were laughed at and told they had no 
business there.

L t some of the Government meinb rs who 
laugh at French retaliation charter a vessel 
and go on the so-called French Shore on a 
fishing voyage for cod, lobsters, &c., and they 
will come home wiser and sadder men.

The French have been attacked and defied 
by the passage of the “ Bait Act.” The fish­
ing interest is strong enough in France to 
cause measures to be adopted for the enforce­
ment of tbeir treaty rights that will bring pov­
erty and distress and consequent depopulation 
to all the districts on the French Shore. 
Whether they will enforce their rights, we can­
not say ; but their rights have always been 
allowed on the FRENCH SHORE.
