M. Veriizelos 8} indeed, a firm sup­
porter of the throne, and he is, more­
over, the only man to-day who can 
aiiie King Constantine. But he finds 
his ideal of kingship in England, not 
in Germany. ' v 1

Three weeks ago we discussed the 
future. In a voice dulled by remorse 
he turned towards me: 1

“Ah ! what a glorious prospect open­
ed up before us. If my policy had been 
adopted we could have created a sec­
ond Greece in Asia Minor, secured Cy­
prus and broadened our frontiers in 
Europe. But we let slip thfc golden 
opportunity. We sold our birthright 
for a mess of German pottage.

“When the Skquloudis Cabinet vio­
lated the treaty of alliance with Ser­
bia they did more than dishonor the 
signature of Greece, for the destruc­
tion of King Peter’s army was for us 
a national calamity which shoulâ nev­
er have been- tolerated. Now our first 
task is one of self-preservation. The 
principles laid down by thè Treaty of 
Bukarest are essential to the well­
being of the Greek State.”

What will Greece do if Venizelos 
returns to power?

From the very commencement of 
the war he expressed unbounded con­
fidence in the ultimate triumph of the 
Allies. He pierced the hollowness of 
German “Kultur” long before that' vic­
ious virtue had disclosed its Balkan 
ambitions by alliance with Turkey and 
Bulgaria, and he never doubted that 
the friendship of Britain and France 
was the manna upon which Greece 
would grow and wax strong.

He is no fair-weather friend of the 
Entente. Long before the Allied sol­
diers were marching with steady tread 
to a victory which now awaits but its 
liquidation, long before new armies 
could serve only to quicken triumph, 
and in the days when much was mere 
hazard, he willed to see his country 
battling in the cause of freedom and 

’righteousness. Also he knew his Bul­
garia and understood the danger for 
Greece of her determination to work 
for Balkan hegemony. Hd knew his 
Turkey, and longed to liberate the 
Hellenes still languishing under Ot­
toman rule. He recognized that 
Greece must either strike or be struck.

After many months the political 
vista of 31. Venizelos remains un- 
changed. The entry of Rumania can 
serve only to confirm him in his pol­
icy. True, Greece is no longer essen­
tial to the Allies; mit she can help 
to abridge the slaughter, materially 
assist us to wind up the Balkan cam­
paign more speedily, and still gather 
in some part of' her great, unredeemed 
heritage.

Now you must guess what Venizelos 
will do. «.

Once, after I had introduced a Brit­

ish lady to M. Venizelos, she returned 
to me enchanted with her short inter­
view. “So perfectly charming,"- she 
exclaimed, “so brilliant, and yet so 
kind and gentle.”

“Yes,” 1 replied, “and one./ of . the 
finest revolver shots in Europe.”

Venizelos appeih-s to be gifted with? 
a dual nature. The “Mr. Premiei” 
you meet in society, the statesman 
who is an outstanding figure in Euro­
pean politics, is hardly compatible 
with the old revolutionary leader of 
the Cretan hills.

It is only when you get him with 
his back to the wall, or roused to an­
ger against injustice, or combating in­
terference with the freedom of men or 
nations, that you see sparks from the 
fires of enthusiasm for God and hu­
manity that burn ever brightly within 
him.

American View of Somme Offensive.—
1 “Germans Will .ftrekk.”'

Mr. Wythe Williams sends to the 
New York Times the results of his ob­
servations on the French Somme front. 
He emphasises that they are not offi­
cial declarations made by military 
authorities but conclusions based on 
his observation as a neutral corres­
pondent

“Behind the French armies,” he 
says, “there are method and science, 
greater science and greater method, 
than in all the much-advertised clock 
work attacks on Verdun. The Ger­
mans are trying to fight the war on 
lines already laid down by their' Gen­
eral Staff. The French adapted them­
selves and their tactics to suit each 
eharige in military circumstances. 
Every Frenchman now knows that he 
is not cannon fodder, to be butchered 
in the hope that the enemy will give 
way Troth sheer exhaustion, but a unit 
c'arefutl$r selected to accomplish a par­
ticular piece of work, and for that 
reason not to be sacrificed uselessly 
lest the whole worlt should suffer be­
cause parts are "undone.

“Let anyone who Is tempted to ask 
if the French offensive has failed re­
call that since July 1 the French have 
advanced along a 15 mile front to a 
depth of from 5 |o^f0 miles. Every­
thing they have won has been held 
against no matter !what reaction, each 
day’s objective has always been at­
tained arid at a minimum of loss, and 
finally the ground thus won defended 
by ample forces and strengthened With 
every device of modern warfare.

“It may be said by some that at 
Verdun also the Germans progressed 
regularly for a time, only to frill at 
the end, but there is this all-important 
difference. Their advance was com­
pelled gradually to narrow almost to 
a point, with the result that the con­
centrated fire of the French artHlet-y 
broke the wedge end as often as tho 
Germans tried to thrust It forward.

’’On the Somme the French front 
has steadily widened, first In the river 
bend, then north of the river, and now 
another thirteen miles farther south j 
Qf the Somme almost to Lassigny and 
Roye. One must not imagine for a 
moment that the French are trying to 
break the German line with a sudden 
rupture as of a dyke through which 
the whole flood may flow.

“Theirs is Grant's method—inexor­
able pressure steadily widening and . 
steridlly increasing—which is to he 
maintained until this, whole Sector Of 
the German front can bear no more I 
and gives way in a collapse that will ' 
overwhelm the invaders’ Whole system
