In one state thousands of teachers
in convention, passed strong resolu-
tions urging an agreement among par-
ents to restrict dancing, theatre go-
ing and other amusements, to provide
attractive home facilities for study
and reading and to establish regular
evening hours, during which children
shall study at home without interrup-
tion.
