No -woman
could endure oonstantly filthy clothes,
and the horrible stench of the antique
ovolds, Women <¢ould fast, he wurges,
Dbecause, after all, fasting cah B8 learned,
and anyhow the Zfatter varietles of the
sex would welcome a littie starvation,
but no woman could learn to love rotten
eg@s.  Of course, eggs are dear, but the
iconoclast aforesiid has thought of that
and proposes that the pickets should be
gystematically trained with dummy eggs,
80 as to prevent waste of the precious
missiles themselves.'
