Cleveland has been going at a steady
clip all season, something unusual for
that club, which usually blows up some
time during the race. There is time
yet for that thing to happen, however.
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DETROIT and St. Louis will have a
merry battle the next month, as they
have eleven games to play togethee
during the remainder of tha season,
seven in Detroit and four in St. Louis.
While these two clubs are fighting
each other Cleveland and Chicago will
also be clashing, so that there is a
prospect again of a hard-fought fin-
ish in the American League, such as
has always marked the wind-up of that
race.
