VISITED CHATHAMBlSUICIDE NOT DOUGLAS
SAYS QUEENSBERRY

Marquis Declares Man Dead in New, 
York Net His Brother.
. (Canadian Press.]

New York, Nov. 9.—Coroner A. E. 
Inberg is still unconvinced that the 
man who committed suicide at the 
Hotel Astor last Monday was not Lord 
Sholto Douglas, brother of the Mar-: 
quis of Queensbury. He notified the 
British consulate today of the evi­
dence he had received to show that 
Douglas and "Maurice Stuart, who 
shot himself in his room at the hotel, 
were the same....

Even 4f the suicide is not Lord 
Douglas, the question of his Identity 
will still attract attention, for the 
man’s appearance indicates that he 
was a person of some consequence. 
Assistant Manager Palmer, of the 
hotel, said today that he had received 
information to show that the suicide 
was a brother of another English 
nobleman, not the Marquis of Queens­
bury.

Identification of the dead man as 
Lord Sholto Douglas was announced 
first by the coroner last night upon 
information from an actress who said 
she knew Douglas well and. played 
with him every night for a season in 
theatres in San Francisco. Similar 
information came from two other 
sources.

The story was denied, however, by 
the Marquis of Queensbury, who wired 
from Chicago that he had a letter from 
his brother two days ago, and a tele­
gram on Oct. 23. The suicide went to 
the Hotel Astor Oct. 16. The marquis 
declined to say where his brother was 
living. Another dispatch from Ban 
Francisco said that Lord Douglas was 
in Seattle last Monday, and is living 
now in British Columbia.
