• The Transfer of the Russian Terri­
tory—Extraordinary Incident.—As the 
Russian flag was being lowered from tbe staff 
over the Fort at New Archangel, Alaska, on 
the 18th ult, preparatory to the raising of the 
American ensign, one end was canght on 
the cross-trees and the flag entirely torn 
from the halliards.
