The 3,000 Rabbit* Coming.

The London Canada Gazette, just to 
hand, says : “ The British Columbia jour­
nals are crying out against the threatened 
importation of rabbits from this country, 
as it was naturally expected they would. 
The facts concerning this threatened rep­
etition in British Columbia of the plague 
of Australia appear to be as follows:—In 
October information was given by the 

- Liverpool Agent of the Canadian Govern­
ment to the High Commissioner that it 
was the intention of Mr. Cross, the 
naturalist, of Liverpool, to ship 3,000 
rabbits to British Columbia on the follow­
ing Saturday. The information was 
cabled to the Dominion, but the Federal 
Government having no power to prevent 
the landing of the rabbits,the information 
was passed on to the Government of the 
Province of British Columbia, and no 
doubt when the shipment arrives the 
entry will be prohibited.

The 
aggregate number of pupils enrolled was 
5,346, with an actual daily attewSpce 
of 2,873.88. Teachers’ salaries amounted 
to $78,571.60; 
education proper being $88,621.08. This 
is an increase over 1886 of $8,993.62.
